Their vodka comes in three different ways: the classic vodka, a
caviar-infused vodka, and a black truffle infused vodka. The truffles, sourced from the French province of Perigord,
is the epitome of luxury. Their caviar, also sourced from France, is a symbol of wealth. Their gin is equally chic, and
is infused with 11 different spices, juniper, coriander, and some rose.
