The JCB Tasting Salon-Healdsburg is larger than the old lounge and like Boisset’s other spaces,
decorated with flamboyance and flair. He was inspired by the regal glamour of peacocks—the
aforementioned deep greens and blues that are featured throughout the opulent space are also

found in the bird’s plume.

Wine lovers can taste from the JCB collection—an assortment of wines that are numbered with
each number of different significance to the winemaker. For example, No. 10, a Napa Cabernet
Sauvignon, is a robust masculine wine that represents all that the region is known for. It is a perfect
10. The salon offers various experiences ranging from a sparkling wine tasting to a premium flight

and wines by the glass are available.

No appointments are necessary, and the space is available for private events. Tasting lounge goers
