Boisset has crafted the perfect blend of grapes from a base of Pinot Noir and Chardonnay. The dosage level rounds out
the mouthfeel and provides delicate sweetness and a richness that makes Haute Couture stand out.

Suggested retail price for both styles is $29.99 for the 750 ml bottle and $24.99 for a two-pack of the 187 ml bottles. The
wines will be available nationwide.
