Combining wine, travel, adventure, and lavish gifts, the two lucky bidders and guests will be whisked 
away to Paris for a dinner in the famous Baccarat Cristal Room, and a private tour of Baccarat’s 
Gallery Museum, both designed by Philippe Starck.  From Paris, they will travel first-class by train to 
the town of Baccarat for a stay at its chateaux and a tour of the crystal manufactory, which dates 
back to 1764.  The group will then travel to Burgundy for a three-night stay, with VIP tours and 
tastings at the finest Boisset wineries including the family estate at Domaine de la Vougeraie, 
Bouchard Aine & Fils in the heart of Beaune, and Boisset’s one-of-a-kind Imaginarium, a joyous 
celebration of the magical world of sparkling wine from Louis Bouillot.  The special lot is topped off 
by 3L bottles of each of Raymond’s top Cabernet wines – including Generations and the District 
Collection – from the 2009 vintage, the first vintage for Winemaker Stephanie Putnam since joining 
Raymond.
