In the Vineyard

The 2014 vintage in Napa Valley was one of the earliest
harvested vintages in years. A warm spring led to early bud
break and created the perfect environment for flowering
and fruit set. With warm days and cool nights, our team
was able to maintain ideal acid levels with optimum,
bright fruit flavors. The grapes come from two
vineyards; the Cabernet Sauvignon was grown on
sedimentary transitional soils in west St. Helena while
the Merlot and Cabernet Franc was harvested from an
extreme southern Napa hillside vineyard on stony loam

soil that has been weathered by old igneous rocks.
