These grapes were hand harvested on September 29 from a sustainably farmed 

vineyard located in the prestigious Calistoga appellation. The wine was 

fermented in open top fermenters before being aged 20 months in 100% 

French oak, 45% new.  

tasting notes

A deep, dark purple color, this 2018 Petit Verdot has a welcoming bouquet of 

raspberry and fig aromas with nuances of toasted oak. This is a structured and 

full-bodied wine with intense f lavors of blackberry, black cherry and pepper 

notes. Fine-grained tannins and a dense mouthfeel are followed by long and 

silky finish.
