WINEMAKER'S NOTES

In keeping with the adventurous spirit of Buena Vista’s founding, we are
proud to bring you this delicious 2019 Pinot Meunier, a varietal not so uncom-
mon in years past, but which has become a bit more difficult to find in modern
times. The grapes were handpicked in the early morning hours to ensure they
retained their maximum freshness. The wine was then aged for 10 months in

TASTING NOTES

Our 2019 Pinot Meunier opens with fresh aromas of bing cherry and raspber
ry with a hint of rich minerality. This is a medium-bodied wine with juicy red
fruit flavors of strawberry and plum a soft touch of mushroom. The finish is

brilliant and alluring.
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
