The 2021 Lyeth California Cabernet Sauvignon greets the nose with dark 

fruit aromas mixed with nuances of earth and spice. Blackberry, plum, black 

cherry and boysenberry flavors coat the medium-bodied palate with touches 

of dark chocolate and bay leaf.
