WINEMAKER'S NOTES

The 2022 growing season resulted in excellent quality fruit. After years of
drought. substantial winter rain was followed by dry conditions through
March. Spring brought mild and cooler temperatures with bud break
beginning in March. September saw a week of triple digit heat days
accelerating harvest for a number of varieties. Pinot Noir wines from 2022

have perfect acidity, freshness and have remarkable flavor and texture.

TASTING NOTES

This 2022 Pinot Noir offers tempting scents of ripe red raspberries and a
delicate touch of carthy mushrooms. The flavor profile is a harmonious blend
of black cherry and ripe plum providing lively fruit notes with delicate nuances
of white pepper and vanilla. This combination leads to an elegantly refined,

sophisticated, and truly luxurious finish.
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
