Grenache, a late ripening varietal that originates from

The grapes were handpicked on the early morning of October 10, 2012 to ensure they retained their 
maximum freshness then fermented in open-top fermenters with hand punch-downs that provided a 
gentle extraction for a healthy fermentation. The wine was then aged for 6 months in 100% French 
oak.  

The 2012 Sonoma Valley Grenache shows an enticing aroma of chocolate covered raspberries with 
notes of white pepper and chili powder. This medium bodied wine has a velvety texture that 
continues with a long finish..
