“Missionary or Imposter”

Charles Spurgeon once said that “Every Christian is either a
missionary or an imposter.” This may seem like a strong dichotomy
but at its essence one of the calls that scripture puts upon our
hearts is to be missionaries. In other words, scripture tells us to
spread the Word about Jesus Christ to those who have not heard
or may not believe. Spurgeon would continue on by saying that “It
cannot be that there is a high appreciation of Jesus and a totally
silent tongue about him.” To appreciate Christ and to foster a
deeper relationship with Christ as our Lord and Savior we must be
willing to tell other people the good news of salvation.

When we think about what mission means it is far more
expansive than just going to some distant country to paint a school
or repair a roof. Not to say that those things aren’t important in their
own right but it's not something that everyone is capable of doing.

Being a missionary can mean spreading the word about
Christ in our town through either the words that we proclaim, the
way we interact with our neighbors or the ways that we serve one
another. It can also mean travelling to a distant land to do manual
labor or building relationships just for the sake of greater
understanding among believers. To put it simply, mission is
recognizing a need (the possibilities are endless) and trying to do
something to meet that need in the name of Christ.

Recently, as you read about a couple months back, the yarn
ministry approached me with the idea for a charity baby shower
and asked for my ideas of where baby care items could be donated
too. This baby shower was much more than just a get together, the
yarn ministry recognized that there was a need for families who
were not able to afford to buy these items and that they were able
to do something to help lessen that burden. Through this mission
work they not only spread the love of Christ to families all
throughout Jefferson County but potentially prevented them from
entering the court system because these supplies will help families
where cases of neglect could be happening because they couldn’t
afford these items.

Mission work presents itself to us in a variety of
opportunities. | encourage you to look for those opportunities
where a need must be met and do something in the name of Christ
to fulfill it. When we do this we surely aren’t imposters.
