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Spring has arrived in the Southern Hemisphere. The coming warmer
weather is tempered with more rain and high winds. For most houses here,
cool air conditioning only comes from open doors and windows. The grass
is greener, flowers are starting to bloom, and the sounds of birds echo
through the streets. There are some periods through the winter and spring,
where it will rain for ten days in a row, followed by one good sunny day.
The yearly rhythm of God’s creation is an amazing thing!

When a person comes to know the Lord, it is a wonderful moment. Angels
rejoice in heaven, and we rejoice on earth. When a believer follows the
Lord in Believer’s Baptism, it is another wonderful moment. Not only is it
wonderful in the life of the one being baptized but also for the local body
of believers who rejoice in that decision. We recently had the privilege to
baptize two people. Our daughter Kayleigh, who is eight years old, and
Zac, a young man in his twenties who recently came to salvation. What a
blessing it is to see young believers take that step of obedience and follow
the Lord in dedicating their lives to Christ. Please pray for Zac, as his
family is strong Catholic, and supportive of him, but not happy with his
decision. He is new to much when it comes to Bible doctrine. A young
couple in our church has taken him under their wing and is discipling him.

In October, we will have our first class to complete our entire discipleship
course.
