  Rev. Dr. Daran Hernandez Mitchell was born and raised in Tampa, 
Florida, received his early education in the private and public 
schools of Hillsborough County accepted his call to the ministry at 
age 15, preached his trial sermon at age 16 and has been preaching 
the gospel for over twenty-six years. Dr. Mitchell earned the 
Bachelor of Arts degree (Magna Cum Laude) in 
Religion/Philosophy-Liberal Studies from Bethune-Cookman 
College; the Master of Divinity degree from Hood Theological 
Seminary, and the Doctor of Ministry degree from the Samuel 
DeWitt Proctor School of Theology, Virginia Union University. Dr. 
Mitchell has served congregations in Tennessee, North and South 
Carolina, New York, and is now the pastor of the Trinity A.M.E. Zion 
Church, Greensboro, North Carolina. 

Presently, Dr. Mitchell is Chairman of the Board of Examiners for 
the West Central North Carolina Annual Conference; Chairman of 
the Finance Committee for the West Central North Carolina Annual 
Conference; Chairman of the Budget Committee for the Greensboro 
District; member of the Tau Omega Chapter, Omega Psi Phi 
Fraternity, Inc.; member of the Pulpit Forum of Greensboro; 
President of the Greensboro Chapter of the Hood Theological 
Seminary Alumni Association, and a member of the Greensboro 
Interfaith Council. 
 
Dr. Mitchell is a recipient of numerous awards and honors 
including: recipient of the Ecumenical Award from the Brooklyn 
Chapter of the Key Women of America; a recipient of the Ecumenical 
Award from the Stuy-Park Lions Club of Brooklyn; a recipient of the 
Religious Leadership Award from the Brooklyn Branch of the 
NAACP; a recipient of the Ecumenical Leadership Award from the 
Theta Chapter of the National Phi Delta Kappa Teaching Sorority; a 
recipient of the Ecumenical Award from the Bridge Street A.W.M.E. 
Church, Brooklyn, New York, a recipient of the Ecumenical 
Leadership Award from the Megar Evers Community Council and 
recently inducted into the Martin Luther King Board of Preachers at 
Morehouse College, Atlanta, Georgia. 
 
Dr. Mitchell is married to the Reverend Lorraine Lynn Kennedy-
