2019 has been a year of ‘Building’ - Literally and metaphorically. God continues to be ‘The’ Builder and He continues to be good! He has blessed us and provided for us. To Him be all the Glory, Honor and Praise!
In January we began digging the ground for our new 700 seat Worship Center. And now at Year End the building is done! 

What a ride it has been. Everything from Town Board meetings to Permits; from sewer and water lines to cemetery easements; from Fire inspections to electrical transformers; we have faced many giants, and God has seen us through them all! We will conduct our first Dedication Service on Saturday February 1st 2020 and our First Sunday Services on Sunday March 1st 2020.
To date we have officially raised half of the project money, $1.3 million dollars, which for our area and church congregation is an amazing feat. We are financing the other half through the Alliance Development Fund, and we still have cash in hand to tackle our much needed renovations of our current space for more CE space and Offices.
This all of course means a lot of new change for KAC in 2020. For the first time in over a decade we will be transitioning from four services to two services. And for the first time in 10 years this means services only on Sunday as we will be saying good bye to our Saturday Night service. Most to almost all of our Saturday Night attendees will be able to attend on Sunday but this will definitely be a change for our weekend services.
This fall we also said good bye to a dear and long serving staff member and elder, Eric and Lynn Bachman. Due to relocation, Lynn and Eric graciously resigned their positions as Women’s Ministry Director and Elder and Worship Team members. Although this is a sad loss for KAC, we are grateful for their faithfulness and commitment to KAC through the years and wish them the best in this new chapter in their lives and ministry. We also wait with expectancy to see what God will do here with our staff and Women’s Ministry in the coming year.
Some other building changes that have occurred this calendar year involved the hiring of a new part-time employee, Jeff Goodband. In September he was hired to begin developing a Director of Operations position here at KAC. This is position is a director level position that we are creating due to the size and growth of the Operations and Human Resources needs of KAC. We are a large campus with a growing staff and a growing church body with growing ministry needs. This need also comes at a very necessary time as our long serving volunteer Facilities Director, Bob Barden, will be stepping down from his various project management and maintenance duties after 4 years. Bob has been a tremendous blessing to our church and significant to our New Worship Center project and he will be greatly missed. Jeff Goodband will have big shoes to fill.
The other building that God has been doing here at KAC has been with our executive leadership team, the pastoral staff: Evans, Adam, and myself. This year Adam Williams finished his ordination and for the first time in 10 years, KAC has 3 Ordained Pastors on staff. God was also working as Evans and I settled into the new job descriptions that had become more evident and final throughout the last 2 years of interim leadership. Through many elders meetings, an 8-week sabbatical for Evans, a Leadership Retreat in November and finally the Annual Meeting, our leadership has now been settled and finalized into the current structure. Evans will continue in his associate pastor role as Disciple Making Pastor over adult ministries, compassion ministries and missions. And I will continue as Lead Pastor leading the Staff, co-leading the Elders and Preaching.
It has been a grand ‘building’ journey; complete with plenty of ups and downs, but we have seen God’s steady hand throughout the whole process. The Lord is truly “THE” builder behind it all, as He continues to build His Church. I carry with that both a blessing and a burden. I am blessed beyond description by Kenmore Alliance Church with the opportunity to lead and serve in the gifting and capacity that God has called and equipped me for. I also carry with it a great burden of leadership and responsibility as I provide leadership and direction for our team and as I handle and deliver God’s Word weekly to His people. I attempt this only with great humility and dependence on the Holy Spirit for His guidance in mobilizing the people of God to great works of ministry that glorify our Heavenly Father.

By the power of the Holy Spirit my job is to equip, empower, and mobilize church leaders to live, lead, and serve Jesus.  
I want to thank the leadership of KAC for allowing me to take a sabbatical in 2019. I was able to visit 7 local churches, Melissa and I went to Ohio to look at an Alliance Refugee ministry, I was able to help  my neighbor side his house, help someone from KAC move, spend time with family and regularly met with a few pastors and accountability partners.   Once again I am super thankful for the leadership of KAC.
Men’s ministry – the men’s ministry has 9 Bible studies though out the week, over 100 guys are studying God word each week.  A number of guys are meeting in groups of three for accountability. Guys are meeting one on one for intentional discipleship.   Men of KAC were involved in four chapters of “FIGHT CLUB” – a ministry that focuses on high level of accountability, intentionality and discipline.   We averaged about 60 guys during monthly meals.  Four times a year Adam Williams organizes “game nights”.  A few wins for the game nights are: guys that normally do not connect with church are coming to play board games, the young and old are playing at the same table and the unchurched are coming to a church and having fun.    
Women’s Ministry - I am now overseeing women’s ministry.  Lynn has done an excellent job with the women’s ministry.  I have inherited over 100 women involved in some sort of D-group: First Steps, Next Steps and women’s Bible studies.  Before Lynn left, we put together a “Women’s Ministry Team” – an amazing group of ladies that have a passion to disciple all of the women at KAC.  We have already met twice and I have connected with each of the team members individually.  We have amazing women at KAC and I looking forward to what God is going to do this year.  A few things we are working on: retreat, events, bible studies, First Steps, Next Steps and outreach events.

2019 Review at a Glance:
· Middle School and High School Responsibilities were split in January. Adam, Youth Pastor, now runs High School Ministry as well as College Ministry. And now Kate runs Middle School Ministry as well as her other Church Communication duties. 

· Average weekly attendance: 

· High School: average of 48 students per week for the current school year

(Up from 35 in 2018)  
· Middle School: 38 students per week for the current school year 

(Down from 44 in 2018 – graduated up 25 to High School!) 
***115 individual students have checked in to Youth Ministry since July 2019
· Middle School Event “Mission Rambunctious Recon” in September caused an increase in attendance from 23-28 students/week to between 38-46 students/week!

· 7 students were baptized (11 in 2018)  

· Winter Comps Event “Escape”: 160 students from 14 churches (137 students in 2018)

· Johnson City Mission Trip: 10 Students 2 adults 

· “Never the Same” Summer Camp: 78 students, 15 adults (87 students, 11 adults in 2018)

· “Launch Night Live” (A See You at the Pole Event): 70 students from 24 different schools and 12 different churches attended. 49 students made commitments to start prayer groups or Bible clubs in their schools. 

· BIGGEST Fall Retreat Ever: 91 students, 13 adults (up from 82 Students 15 adults in 2018) 

· 30 Parents attended our Parent Breakfast where they were able to interact with and get to know their kids’ youth leaders.  

· Currently we have 27 Youth Leaders and 3 Junior Youth Leaders (current High School students). (In 2018 we had 24 Lifeguards and 2 Junior Life Guards).

· 31 students are involved in Youth Discipleship groups that meet outside of youth group nights. One of these groups is being cohosted by a High School senior who we have seen mature tremendously and have asked to step into this leadership role.

2019 Highlights:
· High School and Middle School Split

It has now been a full year since High School and Middle School have been separate ministries. Previously both nights were organized and run by Adam and Kate. After much prayer and discussion we decided to have Kate become Middle School Director and Adam became in charge of High School and College Ministries (with Adam in oversight over Youth Ministry as a whole). Our hope in separating the ministries was to allow for each director to have autonomy and the ability to run the ministries in a way that suits each age group. We have seen a lot of success in this change as both Kate and Adam have been able to pour more energy and focus into their specific ministries. The feedback from students, parents and volunteer youth leaders has all been positive and we are excited to see how both ministries will continue to be shaped and grow in the next year. 

· Biggest Ever Winter Comps

In January 2019, we hosted the largest youth event to date! The theme of Winter Comps was “Escape” modeled after the TV Show “Legends of the Hidden Temple”. Over 160 students from 14 different churches and 39 different schools came out for this event! The night was complete with crazy games, escape rooms, pizza and great opportunities for students to connect with kids from other schools and churches in the area. In the final rally students got together in their schools to pray together. Winter Comps is an awesome event that brings together schools and churches in the area. New Covenant Church is hosting the event in 2020. 

· Johnson City Mission Trip

In February 2019, we brought a team of 10 students on a trip to help a Community Center called “The Bridge” in Johnson City, NY. We helped with some work projects including painting ceiling tiles, organizing a craft room and doing demo of a room that will be repurposed. Our students also helped run an after school program for the community that occurs every week on Tuesdays and Thursdays. Our students engaged in conversation and friendship with the kids in the community and we loved being a blessing to the staff at the Bridge with the work that we did. Overall it was a great week and our students grew deeper with the Lord and with one another.

· “Never the Same Summer” Camp

In July 2019, we brought 78 students to Houghton College for our annual Summer Camp trip. It was a powerful week for our students and volunteers. 5 of our students made first-time professions of faith in Jesus Christ. 15 of our students showed interest in going into ministry based on what they learned at camp. One student that we brought is from a Muslim family. He grew in his understanding of Jesus Christ throughout the week and prayed to receive Christ during one of the services! He attends youth group weekly now and is engaged and enjoys coming.  Another student that we brought had been struggling with and working through feelings of gender dysphoria. She has been attending our youth ministry since Fall Retreat 2018 and consistently came even when we taught our love and relationship series and discussed Biblical truth regarding homosexuality and gender identity. The final day of camp Kate had the opportunity to pray with this student and she decided to follow Jesus that day! God continues to use NTS Camp to move in our students lives. 

· Summer Kidz Club with the Buffalo Dreamcenter

We had another successful summer of partnering with the Buffalo Dream Center for their summer Kidz Club ministry. We spent 5 Friday evenings on the Westside of Buffalo with 10-15 KAC students each week serving and loving kids in the inner city with Gospel of Jesus Christ! This is always a great opportunity for our students to build relationships with the kids in the city and with each other. We are excited to continue to partner with the DreamCenter and all they do for the city of Buffalo.

· Launch Night Live Event

In September 2019, we collaborated with 5 other churches to put on an event to encourage students to think mission-ally about being in their schools for this schoolyear. The event was at Christian Central Academy. Over 70 students attended the event from 24 different schools! 47 students made a commitment to pray consistently for their school, attend “See You at the Pole” this Wednesday, or start a bible club or prayer group. CCA was gracious enough to host us and we were able to make this event happen at very minimal cost! It was a huge win for our students and we are excited to do this event again next year! 

· Biggest Fall Retreat Ever!

In October 2019, we took 91 students with us to Bethany Camp for Columbus Day weekend. This trip is always a favorite for our students. Dave Powers was our guest speaker. Students were challenged in their faith and also learned about the importance of letting God heal our brokenness instead of trying to ignore it. 3 students decided to follow Jesus during the retreat and several students wanted to rededicate their lives to following Christ. We have seen growth in 3 of these students specifically since the trip. One of them is going on the mission trip to the Dominican Republic in 2020. Another who decided to follow Jesus on the retreat has been faithfully coming to youth group and is growing in her understanding of God. 

· College Ministry

KACollege was started in June 2018 so this was our first full year of existence! We have been as big as 20 students but have now settled into a faithful every week crowd of 7-8. It has been a really cool opportunity to minister with this group and we have seen good stability and growth spiritually among them over this past year. We covered Apologetics, Community, and did a study on fasting and prayer with a curriculum by David Platt. Our group is excited to do Bible2020 with the church as NONE of my consistent group have ever read the Bible cover to cover! 
· Unite

This has been a great year of partnership and seeing God do great things in Western NY with the youth ministries of our area. We have continued to have 2 active monthly Unite meetings each group consisting of 7-8 on any given month. Winter Comps and Launch Night Live were huge successes as was mentioned above. We also had our 6th annual Youth Ministry Summit with 20+ youth workers from around the area learning from one another! This was a free event because of the generous support of Houghton College believing in this event and fitting the bill. Looking forward to 2020!

We are working to accomplish this mission through Sunday School, CrossTraining, Vacation Bible School, Daddy Daughter Date, March Madness, Fall Fest and a variety of child care opportunities, allowing parents to connect, grow and serve.

Highlights: 

· 90 regular volunteers! 

· 240 kids at VBS with 110 workers

· 250 total kids attending Cross Training and Sunday School

· 100 people at Daddy Daughter Date

· SafePlace Training for all workers, Staff, Elders and Safety Team

· Prepared to launch Bible In a Year by Group Publishing in January 2020

Updates:

· Disciple Making Ministries:  Sunday School and CrossTraining are strong opportunities to train our kids in their faith and give them Bible skills while building relationships.  

· Outreach ministries:  VBS brought 350+ people to this building each day, not including the parents that transport!  This is a great church-wide effort to invest in our own kids and the community.  About 1/3 of the VBS attenders do not attend KAC.  We added a finale party this year that was well received and a good place for families to connect.  Fall Fest was a little smaller than past years with about 500 attendees but we saw so many new faces, many of which come from Clothe-Me Co-op.  

· Connecting Events: Daddy Daughter Date, March Madness Game Night and a Disc Golf instructional day offered opportunities for families to have fun together and connect with others in the body of Christ.  

· Volunteers:  We cannot thank our workers enough for their hard work and prayers.  They are invaluable!  Our workers were all trained this year on SafePlace requirements, helping to ensure the safety of both our kids and adults in ministry.    

· First time commitments/Baptism:  This year 2 kids shared professions of faith.  Our goal is to equip the families to have these conversations at home in meaningful and accountable relationships.  It’s exciting to hear about parents discipling their kids, memorizing verses together and growing more like Jesus!

· Staffing: Victoria Spencer has continued in her role as Admin Assistant.  I’m thankful for her efforts in areas such as Kid’s worship, event coordination and overall assistant to everything!  

· Kids-in-ministry:  Students are a vital part of our ministry staff!  There are around 10 students helping consistently in ministry and others that fill in.  What a gift to have students step up and use their God-given gifts to serve His kingdom!

· Camp Program: This year 100 kids and students participated in the program, earning about $9000 toward Christian summer camps.  This is an investment in their faith and relationships by both the students and the church as a whole as we support their efforts.

Goals for 2020:

· Train and Equip workers to use their gifts in ministry. 

· Form a Kid’s Ministry Advisory Team to enhance the effectiveness of the ministry.

· Add a Mom-Son event to complement our Daddy Daughter event.

Compassion Ministries
God is doing a mighty work in and through compassion and service ministries at KAC, and here are some highlights of how God is ministering and meeting needs in WNY through these ministries this year.

Clothe Me Co-Op (Rebecca Henderson)

· Experienced 20% growth in distributions, and now serve over 225 families (633 + children) monthly with an average of 30 clothing/shoe items per family per month via monthly distributions, appointments, emergency support, & Shelterless families. Families are primarily from Erie, Niagara, and Cattaraugus Counties.

· Added 2 Friday evening distributions, in addition to regular distributions, to increase opportunity for families.

· Conducted separate backpack/school supply distribution. Distributed 161 backpack kits (62 given away to low income, Shelterless, & refugee children) & over 1100 pair of socks/underwear were given away.

· Participated in 2019 KAC One Day 40 volunteers and provided free coats, hats, gloves, & new socks to 230 individuals/family (1,140 people).

· Volunteers: currently have 24 volunteers (most from outside KAC), continued partnership with People, Inc (avg of 6 helpers weekly), and teams within KAC to help move racks/bins to and from the gym monthly. 

· Beyond the Clothes: Continue to work with guests promoting positive behaviors/character traits, start events with prayer, and invite guests to KAC family functions (well attended by CMC guests). Stacy Soto has also begun offering one-on-one prayer & giving Bibles to guests of all ages. 7 of our regular volunteers are former guests of CMC.

Shelterless (Will Marcy)

· Work with about 400 people monthly who are provided food, clothing, dignity items and other supports. Multiple people/families have been helped to exit homelessness, and 4 families were able to avoid homelessness altogether; while others were provided beds and/or appliances so that children were able to stay with parents. 10 to 20 families are visited weekly to provide items and ‘after care.’

· 10 regular volunteers partnering with 4-5 churches and other outreach ministries cover an outreach area from Buffalo to Niagara Falls (added this year).

· Growing in favor with social agencies to partner and provide support and advocacy for individuals within those agencies. We now meet with agencies bi-monthly to review homeless by name and arrange for their care. Received 2 awards from the social work community.

· Represents church involvement and performs a pastoral role to the homeless and agency workers. 2 men accepted Christ solely upon witnessing the faithfulness and dedication of the ministry workers.

· Short-term Community Service Events. University of Buffalo medical students request us when performing sick call to the homeless. Niagara University is in their 2nd year of partnering social work students alongside ministry volunteers.  ECC, Buffalo State, University of Michigan have done one day or week long events with us.

· We’ve witnessed the Spirit reclaim downtown Buffalo and are now witnessing the same in Niagara Falls.

· Participated in KAC One Day with 20 volunteers providing used clothing, toiletry kits, sandwiches, chips, & hot cocoa to approximately 150 homeless/low income people in downtown Buffalo.

Table of Grace (Maria Bampton)

· 70 to 80 people (individuals and families) are served food, provided resources, and prayed with at Urban Christian Ministries & Buffalo Dream Center monthly.

· Team of 20 volunteers between both sites prepare & serve food (onsite & “to-go” meals), and perform clean-up. 

· We continue to pray with our friends, and many feel comfortable enough with us that they willingly ask for prayer. There have been several who have come to know Christ this year.

· 2019 KAC One Day: provided sandwiches, juice boxes, and granola bars to 410 families with 17 volunteers.

Red Carpet (Esta Schuerholz)

· Café: Our team of approx. 35-40 people, serving in various capacities, provide refreshments for an average of 2,000 people per month with approx. $6,000 worth of donations primarily from Panera Bread (also Sweet Beginnings). Remaining donations given to Shelterless to distribute. Added breads and spreads (including Nutella) section that is well received, due to lower pastry donations.
· Greeters: Team of 28-36 people monthly welcome church attendees as greeters, not including Info Center.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Austin Miller
Kenmore Alliance Church (KAC) enters 2020 on solid financial footing due to God's blessings and provisions in 2019.  For 2019, General Fund income and expenses were consistent budget projections (103% and 99% respectively).  The General Fund holds $380,803, including $150,000 in an emergency fund, $93,089 for possible cost overruns on expansion projects, and roughly $85,000 in operating cash. 

Construction of a new sanctuary began in mid-2019 with an expected cost of $2.6M.  The new building is now expected to cost $2.4M, $200,000 less than original estimates.  To date, $2.1M has been spent, of which $1.2M was borrowed from ADF.  We anticipate borrowing $1.4M in total, instead of $1.5M originally estimated.  We are making interest-only payments of $5,000 per month.  Loan payments of $10,000 per month are expected to start in Q2 of 2020.  

Services in the new sanctuary will start on March 1, 2020.  

DESCRIPTION OF KAC FUNDS 

· General Fund - Supports all the ministries and operating expenses of Kenmore Alliance Church

· Building Fund - Established for the expansion of Kenmore Alliance facilities

· Specials – Funds designated by the Ministry Board to support special ministries or events
· Great Commission Fund - All income for this fund goes to the C&MA National Office on a monthly basis for use in the furthering of the gospel worldwide.  KAC donations contribute directly to missionaries in Russia and Jordan.

· Local Missions Fund - Supports evangelistic and other (non-CMA) ministries in the KAC area of influence.  The KAC Ministry Board determines which ministries receive support.

· Benevolent Fund – Administered by the Elder Board to help people in need.
