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In a TV environment that’s favored Yellowstone, Marshals and Outer Range, 
Western culture is trendy.

That’s good news for Leo33 artist Jenna Paulette and her new single, 
“High Noon,” though the Texas-bred singer-songwriter isn’t just jumping on 
a bandwagon. She grew up on a ranch; her husband, Ross, is a working cow-
boy; and she’s a dyed-in-the-wool George Strait fan. To misquote Barbara 
Mandrell, Paulette was cowboy when cowboy wasn’t cool.

In fact, her family is currently living for a couple months in Eastern Colo-
rado while her husband brands calves for sev-
eral ranchers.

Thus, Paulette’s authentically Western at a 
time when that’s fashionable, and it gives her 
every right to release a song like “High Noon,” 
which shares its title with a classic 1952 Gary 
Cooper movie. That film’s theme song — “High 
Noon (Do Not Forsake Me),” performed by 
Country Music Hall of Fame member Tex Rit-
ter — won an Oscar award for its composers, 
Dimitri Tiomkin and Ned Washington, and 
it might have inspired Paulette’s song. Or not.

“I have this memory of seeing that title writ-
ten in a classic, you know, ‘40s, ‘50s, ‘60s West-
ern font, and thinking, ‘Ooh, that would be so 
cool as a sexy sort of “Keep me in this bed with 
you ‘til high noon” sort of idea,’” she says.

She specifically avoided listening to the orig-
inal to keep from being swayed by it.

Paulette brought the idea up during a 2019 
songwriting retreat with fellow songwriters 
Jordan Reynolds (“3, 2, 1,” “Speechless”), Jor-
dan Minton (“Your Place,” “Bigger Houses”) 
and Mark Trussell (“Ain’t a Bad Life,” “Good 
Time”). They stayed at the White Stallion Ranch, an escapist guest facility de-
veloped around adobe construction and saguaros in Tucson, Ariz. Paulette had 
become friends with the other writers’ wives, which led to their professional 
connection in Nashville, and those wives came along on the trip, though the 
guys had trouble buying into the cowboy thing Paulette wanted to explore.

“She had started to lean into her Texas heritage — her ranch heritage — and 
wanted to present that as an artist more,” Trussell remembers. “In the very 
beginning, her style leaned a little bit more Nashville.”

Her interest in the Western motifs challenged them a bit, particularly at 
the beginning of the trip, but after experiencing White Stallion for several 
days and developing other songs, they were better able to understand where 
she was headed. Thus, when her sexy take on the “High Noon” title came up, 
they were able to get fully on board.

“The inspiration was kind of the atmosphere around it, and then just trying 
to make it feel like something we would want to listen to, not try to overplay 
the thing,” Minton says. 

He started playing a simple progression with a Charleston rhythm — em-
phasis on the measure’s downbeat and a “push” that arrives a half-beat ahead 
of the third beat. It’s a familiar pattern in Ben E. King’s “Stand By Me,” Nata-
lie Merchant’s “Carnival,” Tom Petty’s “Free Fallin’” and Brooks & Dunn’s 
“That Ain’t No Way to Go” — each of them played at a slower pace than the 
frenzied 1920s dance tune “The Charleston,” for which the beat is named.

“It’s kind of a classic,” Reynolds says, “and each genre adapts their own 
version of it.”

They tackled the chorus first, but instead of bookending that refrain with the 
hook in both the opening line and the closer, they launched it with a “Damn, 
darlin’” exclamation, winding through a series of playful morning steps until 
they wrapped with her “Keep me in this bed with you ‘til high noon” title.

“That makes the payoff so much richer to just leave it for the end,” Pau-
lette suggests.

Halfway through that chorus, Trussell altered the chords and the melody 
— just enough to create a scene change — as the characters close the blinds 
and “lock the door to this bedroom.” That move is particularly important if 
there are kids, or roommates, in the house, though it was primarily a sym-
bolic move to clue the listener into the adult activities about to commence.

“It’s the euphemism that everyone knows,” Minton says, “and it’s the easi-
est way to [tell] the audience, ‘If you haven’t 
gotten it yet, this is what’s happening.’”

When they turned their attention to the 
opening stanza, they incorporated red wine 
and candlelight, standard items that set a 
mood nearly every listener would understand. 
Once the chorus fully announces what’s hap-
pening, the second verse amplifies it with a 
portrait of white sheets and blue jeans on 
the f loor, everyday items incorporated in a 
unique way.

“We’re talking about high noon — it’s day-
light — and the bright colors, the white sheets 
and the blue jeans, give me daytime feelings,” 
Trussell notes, “even though it’s like very much 
a nighttime kind of act that they’re living.”

They extended the second and third cho-
ruses with a two-line “don’t rush it” post-cho-
rus, and wound up delivering a song that has 
a Western theme, thanks to the title, without 
involving Stetsons, saddles, boots or rodeos 
in word play. The closest they came was the 
blue jeans.

“That could have just been part of our push-
back on the cowboy stuff,” Reynolds allows. “Like, if we’re gonna have a 
title called ‘High Noon,’ we can’t do anything else cowboy. It is fascinating, 
looking now at Jenna’s brand as it’s developed through the years. It’s like 
she had a way clearer view of what she wanted to do than we did. We kind of 
finally succumbed to her vision.”

“High Noon” didn’t fit her 2023 album The Girl I Was, and she didn’t record 
it for her 2025 Leo33 debut, Horseback, either. But Leo33 head of A&R Daniel 
Lee spotted it while rummaging through her catalog and encouraged her to 
cut it. She took it into Soundstage with producer Will Bundy (Ella Langley, 
Graham Barham), following the demo that Trussell had created, but trad-
ing some of his Memphis soul influence for more traditional country. That 
sound arrived particularly through fiddler Jenee Fleenor and steel guitar-
ist Mike Johnson, who refer to themselves informally as the Hillbilly Horn 
Section. In the final chorus, they play an ascendant figure, first heard at 
the end of Rob McNelley’s guitar solo, in unison, mirroring a Strait tactic.

“I’m probably one of the biggest George Strait fans on the face of the 
planet,” Paulette says. “They know that, too, because we talk about it in the 
studio, and Jenee’s playing for George right now, and we’ll talk about how 
[to] do that in a very new way, but hint at the past.”

Her label promotion team eyed “High Noon” as a radio-friendly winner, 
and Paulette played it live for the first time during the Academy of Coun-
try Music’s Whiskey Jam Welcome Party on May 14 in Las Vegas. Leo33 
released it publicly a day later and to country radio via PlayMPE on May 29 
at a moment when the world seems right for Paulette’s Western tendencies.

“God knows exactly what you need and when you’re gonna need it,” she 
says. “We wrote this song back in 2019, and here we are in 2026, putting 
out a record in 2027, and it ends up being one of the pieces that’s gonna fin-
ish a puzzle for me.”
