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Madeline Schizas is a three-time Canadian National Champion and has set the standard for Canadian women’s skating since stepping onto the senior stage in 2020.

Maddie began skating at just three years old. A life-defining moment came when her parents took her to the 2010 Winter Olympics in Vancouver, where Joannie Rochette’s unforgettable performance inspired her own Olympic dreams.

Representing Canada at the Beijing 2022 Winter Olympics, Maddie was the nation’s sole female skater. Her outstanding performances lifted Team Canada to a fourth-place finish in the Team Event. She captured her third national title in 2025, solidifying her position as Canada’s top competitor and leading representative on the international stage.

Off the ice, Maddie studies at McMaster University, is an accomplished pianist who both performs and teaches, and gives back to the sport as a figure skating coach.
