Experiencing Exile

Parashat Vayishlach (Genesis 32:4-36:43)

A caravan makes its way through the desert. Exhausted and hungry, families travel from a place of
hardship and make their way towards hope and uncertainty. Traveling towards a land of plenty, a land
of opportunity, they seek the well-being, the survival, of their families. They know not what awaits
them at their destination: welcome or hostility. They are prepared to offer everything they have in
exchange for food, for safety. Will the plenty be shared? Will they be turned away? Worst, will they be
met with violence?

This is a contemporary story. Exhausted, hungry people make the impossible decision to leave their
homes because the only thing more unbearable than leaving is staying. In the words of Warsan Shire,
“you only leave home / when home won’t let you stay.”

This is an age-old story. Our ancestors have migrated in search of food, in search of survival, for tens of
thousands of years. Humans have always migrated, navigating different climates, cultures, languages,
crossing geographic and political borders, remaking our lives in new places.

This is a Jewish story. It is in our history; our ancestors have fled and remade their homes, fled and
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remade their homes, sometimes more than once in the same generation. Seeking safety, seeking
survival.
