There is a story told of Levi Yitzhak of Berditchev that he was feeling
chalisha [weak] before the holiday of Sukkot began. He had worn himself
out with the fervency of his Yom Kippur prayers. His students gathered
around him and waved an Etrog under his nose and the strong and unique
smell of the fruit revived his spirits and he entered the season with the
appropriate energy and joy.
 
I appreciate Levi Yitzhak’s tiredness. It feels like it takes a lot of energy to arouse oneself
from the long fast of Yom Kippur to move to the tasks of building a sukkah. While I didn’t
have my students waving an Etrog under my nose, last year on the morning after Yom
Kippur I woke up to my daughter waving a disgusting pink acrylic spray paint can and asking
me to get up.
 
Last year as part of preparing for her bat mitzvah, my daughter committed to a year of
raising money for cancer research in honor of her grandmother and other family members
who suffered from breast cancer. Somewhere in a conversation between my daughter and
my wife, the idea arose of making our sukkah entirely pink and then inviting people over to
make a sukkah decoration in memory of loved ones they had lost to cancer...
