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Rabbi Micha'el Rosenberg, Assistant Professor of Rabbinics at the
Rabbinical School of Hebrew College, and Rabbi Ethan Tucker's
new book Gender Equality and Prayer in Jewish Law (Urim
Publications 2017) opens the reader’s eyes to the wealth of
Jewish legal material surrounding gender and prayer, with a
particular focus on who can lead the prayers in a traditional
service and who can constitute the communal quorum—or minyan
—that they require.
 
With honesty, transparency, and rigor, Gender Equality and
Prayer in Jewish Law is a powerful resource for grappling with
these complex questions. Rabbis Rosenberg and Tucker explore
this specific issue in depth and model how we can mine the
Jewish legal tradition for its underlying values, enabling its
complex sources to serve as effective guides for contemporary
communal decision-making.

The woman had recently been diagnosed with stage four cancer, and my
mother, who hadn’t spoken to her in years, was now making plans to sit with her during
treatments.
