“Usually	there’s	a	privacy	option	and	a
security	option	...	spend	60	seconds	just	exploring	what	those	options	are.	Companies	are	getting	so
much	better	—	we’ve	got	a	whole	lot	of	new	[privacy]	laws	—	so	they	are	offering	new	options.
[These	protective	settings]	may	not	be	default,	but	you	can	certainly	turn	them	on.”
