You may remember—it’s hard to forget—the scene 

in the film version of Out of Africa when Denys 

Finch Hatton (played by Robert Redford) lands his 

Gipsy Moth near Karen Blixen’s (Meryl Streep’s) 

farm. She rushes out to the spiffy little biplane, 

and Finch Hatton doesn’t take off his flying gog-

gles, he barely throttles back his engine, he just 

says, “Get in,” and thus begins one of cinema’s 

great moments: a heart-firing poem of a swooping 

flight over the incomparably eloquent landscapes 

of East Africa.*
Isak Dinesen, Blixen’s nom de plume, remem-

bered her many African flights as “the most trans-

porting pleasure of my life. . . . Every time I have 

gone up in an aeroplane and looking down have 

realized that I was free of the ground, I have  

had the consciousness of a great new discovery.  

‘I see,’ I have thought, ‘This was the idea. And  

now I understand everything.’ ”

It’s as true today as it was in the 1920s: flying 

low and easily over the continent in small planes 

is a matchlessly intimate way to appreciate its 

subtle and dramatic colours, its tectonic dramas, 

and its cavalcade of creatures. We fly over villages, 

waving to their residents, and in a few moments, 

we’re on the ground, shaking their hands.

he splendours we encounter on this 
    brilliantly focussed safari—the Maasai 
Mara, the Serengeti, and the Ngorongoro  
Crater—are matchless in their African and 
planetary magnificence, quintessentially  
African in their wealth of wildlife and their 
stunning landscapes, planetary because  
their likes are found precisely nowhere  
else on Earth.

We begin in Hemingways, a serene 
hotel in Nairobi’s verdant suburbs  
before heading to Sir Richard  
Branson’s innovative Mahali Mzuri, 
an ideal outpost for our forays into 
the river forests and golden plains 
of the Maasai Mara. Then, based 
from the soothingly luxe Four  
Seasons, we delve into the sea  
of life that is the Serengeti. Our  
last stop before heading back to  
Nairobi is the Ngorongoro Crater, a 
100-square mile caldera populated by
the Big Five and just about every glorious
African animal from antelopes to zebras. And
while ensconced in the Manor at Ngorongoro, we’ll
visit Lake Manyara, whose lyrical flight of flamingos you
may remember from Out of Africa.

day 1  Depart home

days 2 & 3  Nairobi

Arriving in Nairobi, we’re met by our Micato Safari 
Director and staff and drive to serene, stately, and 
history-honouring Hemingways, tucked in the 

greenery of the capital city’s suburb of Karen, 
named for Baroness Karen Blixen, author (writing 
as Isak Dinesen) of Out of Africa. We might  

remember that classic’s famous opening lines: 
“I had a farm in Africa, at the foot of the Ngong 
Hills.” Those hills rise just to the southwest of 
Hemingways, and it was in their shadows that 
Micato’s Pinto family has long had its home. 

During our time in Nairobi and environs,  
we’ll commune with the endangered, but quite 
friendly Rothschild giraffes at the Giraffe Centre 
and visit Karen Blixen’s home, now a museum. 
We’ ll lunch at one of Nairobi’s cosmopolitan  
restaurants, and visit Micato-AmericaShare’s 
Harambee Centre. 

days 4 – 6  The Maasai Mara

And now we fly to the game lands of the Maasai 
Mara (see the essay Flying Over Africa for a tribute 
to African airs). The Mara and 
the Serengeti, magic names 
synonymous with African 
safari, are the northern and 
southern regions of a natu-
rally defined ecosystem more 
than twice the size of Jamaica. 
Here in the north, the land-
scapes are greener than in 
the south, thanks largely to 
somewhat more seasonal rain. 
Wildlife teems and thrives in 
the Mara, and the Big Five 
rule their respective roosts 
with regal aplomb. Our camp 
is Sir Richard Branson’s  
Mahali Mzuri, situated on one of the Mara’s  
major migration routes. The camp’s uniquely

designed tents are a marvelous intro-
duction to the modern luxuries and 
timeless excitements of safari life.

days 7 & 8   The Serengeti 

A short flight takes us south into 
Tanzania and the Serengeti. We once 
wrote rather controversially that the 
Serengeti’s skies make the Big Sky 
state of Montana’s skies look like 
Manhattan’s. But immense and extra-
Montanan they are. Morning clouds so 
alive with sunlight that they’re almost 
too bright to look at directly. Soaring 
afternoon cumulus that seem to brush 
up against the stratosphere. And, of 
course, the animals, who, when we’re 
up close and personal with them, seem 
to be from some fabulous new planet. We’ll reside 
for a couple of nights at the superb Four Seasons 

Safari Lodge Serengeti, high on a bouldery ridge, 
basking in panoptic views of the prodigious, 
golden-hued plain.*

days 9–11  Lake Manyara and the  
	     Ngorongoro Crater

Another flight—with textbook views of the Great 
Rift (more on that in a moment)—brings us to 
two more natural marvels. We land near one of 
them, Lake Manyara, and drive to the tranquil 
Manor at Ngorongoro, set in a coffee estate on 
the gentle first slopes of the other marvel, the 
Ngorongoro Crater. In the afternoon, we can enjoy 
one of safari’s less-celebrated benefits—untrou-
bled rest—or we can hop on one of the Manor’s 
accommodating horses, do some mountain  
biking, or take a dip in its lovely pool, followed  
by traditional afternoon tea and dinner in its  
private dining room or expansive wine cellar.  

On Day 10, we’ll motor our way upslope to the 
Crater’s 7,900-foot rim, then down 2,000 feet into 
the halcyon, 100-square mile caldera, the remnant

of a once-glaciated volcanic colossus that a planet-
trembling blast decapitated millions of years ago. 
There are no giraffes among the Crater’s 25,000 

or so animals; it’s said they’re too 
gangly to climb the caldera’s steep 
walls. But that doesn’t explain the 
presence of the far less nimble hip-
pos who nonchalantly bubble in its 
pools. We’ll roam the Crater in the 
morning and afternoon, with a fine 

al fresco lunch at midday, then head back to the 
welcoming Manor.  

Now, about Africa’s Great Rift, a 4,000-mile-long, 
ever-widening slash, a slowly dramatic splitting of 
two tectonic plates that in 50 million years or so 
will become an ocean. Its highest volcanoes— 

Kilimanjaro, Mount Kenya, Ngorongoro, and  
others—will become islands, and its epic Rift 
Lakes—Tanganyika, Malawi, Victoria, and  
Turkana and many more—are, like Manyara,  
the first waters of that ocean. But for many,  
including Ernest Hemingway, the smaller Lake 
Manyara is the brightest gem of them all.  

We’ ll indulge in some relaxed (or active) time  
in the morning before setting out for the lake,  
where we’ll delight in its famous tree-climbing  
lions (who lounge on trees in a number of East  
African places, but Manyara’s seem to make a  
more satisfying habit of it). Flamingos in their  
thousands will be in brilliant pink evidence (we  
may remember the stunning scene of them  
wafting into the sky in Out of Africa). And after  

I had time after time watched the progression across the plain of the Giraffe, in their queer,  

inimitable, vegetative gracefulness, as if it were not a herd of animals but a family of rare,  

long-stemmed, speckled gigantic flowers slowly advancing.                  —Isak Dinesen, Out of Africa

The boy approached Micato’s Lorna 
Macleod. She read the note and handed him 
the 600 shillings—the equivalent of $15. Tears 
running down his face, the boy stood there for a 
moment, said “God bless you,” and dashed away. 
    At that moment Lorna realized that Micato was 
an ideal bridge between some of the poorest peo-
ple on the planet, and some of the wealthiest, our 
travellers. So we gave that bridge a name: Ameri-
caShare, and have been helping to change lives for 
the better ever since.

School Sponsorship

to the stubborn hope and vitality of those settle-
ments). Harambee Centre serves Mukuru—where 
a staggering 60,000 children are unable to attend 
school—with a Community Centre; a beautiful 
30,000-volume library (with more than 60,000 
yearly visitors); a secondary, specialized library; and 
a Computer Centre with more than 70 computers 
and a 12-week programme in digital skills training. 

The Red Hill Library and 
Community Centre

AmericaShare’s Red Hill Library and Community 
Centre, on the seaward side of the glorious Old  
Cape Road, south of Cape Town, is joyful place 
considering it’s a town with a single part-time clinic, 
37 per cent unemployment, and no school for its 
more than 2,000 school-age kids, who, if they attend 
school, have to take long bus rides to state schools  
in the vicinity. 
    Red Hill’s bright new library is staffed with trained 
librarians, a computer centre, and a welcoming com-
munity meeting place. Its Literacy and Numeracy 
Programme meets for two hours daily, kids are taught 
basic and advanced computer skills on its expanding 
bank of computers, and its beautiful, ocean-view 
Umbono Wempunelelo—View to Success Deck—has 
become an integral part of Red Hill’s commitment 

to meeting the needs of young, energetic minds by 
engaging the kids in outdoor learning activities.

More Milestones
The dynamic, 25,000-volume Harambee Centre 
Library is the proud recipient of the Best Community 
Library Award by the 50-year old Kenya Association 
of Library and Information Professionals.

To its post-graduates, Micato-AmericaShare  
offers scholarships that cover the cost of acquiring 
trade skills or semi-professional certifications or 
professional degrees.

African girls who can’t afford sanitary pads very 
often avoid school during their periods, losing 
as much as an entire month each school year.  
The consequences are significant: girls  
who miss school or work fall behind, drop  
out or quit, perpetuating a grim cycle of  
poverty and gender inequality. 
    Micato is a major donor and proud 
supporter of Huru, founded in 2008 
by AmericaShare’s co-founder Lorna 
Macleod. Huru manufactures reusable 
sanitary pads—more than 2,800,000 
to date—which have been distrib-
uted in free Huru Kits to more than 
460,000 girls in Kenya, Tanzania,  
and Uganda.
    Huru Kits have proven to be a 
simple, sustainable, and wonderfully 
practical way to alleviate this world-
wide problem.

Each Huru Kit consists of a colourful drawstring 
backpack with six reusable pads; three pairs of  
underwear; detergent-grade soap for washing pads; 
two resealable waterproof bags for safe storage of 
used pads; and educational materials on HIV  
prevention and reproductive and sexual health.  

Huru Means Freedom



All Huru pads are locally produced by women  
and men from underserved communities, and are  
designed for the resilient girls and women who  
use them. Each pad lasts a minimum of 24 months, 
making them a cost-effective and environmentally 
friendly alternative to expensive disposables.   
    The crucial and heartening bottom line:  
Huru Kits have saved girls upward of 25,000,000 
school days that otherwise would have been lost.  
Independent evaluation shows that girls who  
receive Huru Kits are three times less likely to  
miss school during their periods.
    Huru also leverages its extensive network to 
reach girls most in need, through its menstruation 
and reproductive health app, and by sending Huru 
teams to schools, rescue centres, and community 
hubs, distributing essential supplies and providing 

vital education to girls and young women, not only 
about menstruation, but sexual hygiene and aware-
ness. Almost 900,000 girls have benefited from 
those distributions and education sessions, and the 
much-visited app.

 
And  
about its highly successful Skills Transfer Program,  
a targeted, practical programme that addresses East 
Africa’s huge problem of youth unemployment,  
which disproportionately impacts girls; 65 per  
cent of the Skills Transfer Program’s trainees  
have no income whatsoever.

Not long ago, Pulitzer Prize-winner Nicholas 
Kristof and journalist Trisha Mukherjee travelled 
to Africa. The result: “The Shame That Keeps 
Millions of Girls Out of School,” a Times  
op-ed column in which Mukherjee writes:  
In Nairobi’s bustling settlement of Mukuru,  
Celestine Wanza, 18, used to tear off a piece  
of her mattress to use as a pad, a workaround  
common in Kenya. Ms. Wanza is charming, 
sharp and quick to speak up when her class-
mates are shy—the kind of student any teacher 

would want. For years, she stayed home while men-
struating. But once she had to attend school for an 
exam. Blood seeped through the cloth shred and onto 
her clothes, sending her running home. That day, Ms. 
Wanza decided she had had enough. Asking around, 
she learned of Huru International, a nonprofit that 
provides free kits of six thick, washable pads, along 
with panties, instructions and an odor-proof storage 
bag for when water is scarce. When I ask whether she 
still misses school because of her period—even one 
day a month—she proudly shakes her head no.
