You may remember—it’s hard to forget—the scene 

in the film version of Out of Africa when Denys 

Finch Hatton (played by Robert Redford) lands his 

Gipsy Moth near Karen Blixen’s (Meryl Streep’s) 

farm. She rushes out to the spiffy little biplane, 

and Finch Hatton doesn’t take off his flying gog-

gles, he barely throttles back his engine, he just 

says, “Get in,” and thus begins one of cinema’s 

great moments: a heart-firing poem of a swooping 

flight over the incomparably eloquent landscapes 

of East Africa.*
Isak Dinesen, Blixen’s nom de plume, remem-

bered her many African flights as “the most trans-

porting pleasure of my life. . . . Every time I have 

gone up in an aeroplane and looking down have 

realized that I was free of the ground, I have  

had the consciousness of a great new discovery.  

‘I see,’ I have thought, ‘This was the idea. And  

now I understand everything.’ ”

It’s as true today as it was in the 1920s: flying 

low and easily over the continent in small planes 

is a matchlessly intimate way to appreciate its 

subtle and dramatic colours, its tectonic dramas, 

and its cavalcade of creatures. We fly over villages, 

waving to their residents, and in a few moments, 

we’re on the ground, shaking their hands.

day 1  Depart home 

days 2 & 3  Nairobi

After landing in Nairobi, we’ll be escorted 
through the formalities by Micato staff and 
driven to Hemingways, our jet-lag soothing  
hotel in one of the capital’s lushest suburbs. 
(Just another of the many Micato Differences: 
amazingly quick and smooth touchdown-to-

hotel transitions.) 
The next day we’ll mingle with  

the kids and elders at the Micato-
AmericaShare Harambee Centre,  
and head over to the Giraffe Centre 
(where we’ll hand-feed endangered 
Rothschild giraffes) and the home of 

Karen Blixen, now a lovingly restored museum. 
In 1937, Baroness Blixen (under the pen name 
Isak Dinesen) published Out of Africa, which 
many of us consider the most heart-stirring book 
ever written about the continent. And after a 
leisurely lunch at one of Nairobi’s stylish restau-
rants, we’ll return to Hemingways, inspired by 
our first experiences of African hospitality, by 
good food and conversation, eager and ready to 
embark on a classic African safari.

days 4 & 5  Tsavo National Park 

It’s fitting that our first camp is in Tsavo, an  
archetype of all that brings us to Africa’s astounding 
game lands. The Big Five are in numerous residence, 
along with the myriad of animals and birds, almost 
infinite skies, long, golden reaches and million- 
year quiet that, as Isak Dinesen wrote, “soothe the
homesick soul.” 

We and our Safari Director make unfailingly excit-
ing game drives based from Finch Hattons Camp, 
named for a man who held Tsavo close to his heart. 
Denys Finch Hatton, a charismatically jaunty Brit-
ish aristocrat, was a pioneer of modern safari (and, 
as you may remember from the book or movie, was 
Isak Dinesen’s great and tragic love). Now part of Sir 
Richard Branson’s stellar Virgin Collection, Finch 
Hattons expertly combines deep respect for history 
and African culture with modernity and smilingly 
orchestrated luxury.

days 6–8  The Maasai Mara 

We fly from Tsavo to the Maasai Mara, the northern 
reaches of the Maasai Mara-Serengeti ecosystem, the 
greatest assembly of wild (and wondrous) animals 
on planet Earth. The Mara abounds with rolling 
grasslands, expressive acacia trees, sweeping vistas

teeming with wildlife, and the rock islands, called 
kopjes, that Peter Matthiessen called “magnifi-
cent, harmonious stone gardens…[revealing] the 
bone of Africa.” And then there is one of Africa’s 
common but unforgettable sights: “the cumulus 
clouds that drift all day long across a sun-filled 
sky,” as Elspeth Huxley wrote in The Flame Trees of 
Thika, “remind[ing] me of huge swirls of whipped 
cream.” (Those sunny skies and grand landscapes 
inspire us to consider a hot-air balloon option 
while we’re in the Mara.)

Our camp, Mahali Mzuri, is another Richard 
Branson gem, a winner of Condé Nast Traveler’s 
Readers’ Choice Awards for Favorite Safari Camp. 
Its twelve innovatively designed tents and main 
lodge, connected by winsome walkways, are 
designed for full-tilt, reposeful luxury. (And, as  

we like to say, those tents resemble the common 
idea of “tent” about as much as a vintage Yugo 
resembles a Rolls-Royce Phantom.) 

days 9–11  The Serengeti 

Now south by air to the fabled Serengeti, a place, 
wrote the great conservationist Bernhard Grzimek, 
“where you can feel the pulse of the Earth,  
the rhythm of life that has been playing out for 
millions of years.” 

Our lodge, the Elewana Serengeti Explorer, the 
newest addition to Elewana’s superb collection of 
camps and lodges, sits in serene isolation on the 
Nyaboro Hills, overlooking the auric plains. We 
roam freely on the vast plain, watching elephants 
make their mammoth rounds, cheetahs atop rocky 
kopjes, alert to every shifting molecule below, and 



long, orderly lines of zebras and wildebeest as 
they trace their ancient migratory paths.  

 We delight in hippos frolicking, fighting, and 
snoozing in waterholes, and 
gaze upward as mountainous 
afternoon clouds pile up over 
the Ngorongoro Crater, our 
next stop on this eventful,  
revelatory safari.

days 12 & 13  Ngorongoro 
Crater & Lake Manyara

We fly to flamingo-thronged 
Lake Manyara, the comeliest of 

Africa’s Rift Lakes, and drive to Ngorongoro Lodge 

Meliá, a lovely, boutiquey sanctuary brightened 
by original African artwork and tremendous 
views. And from there we hop into our safari 
vehicles and wend our way a couple of thousand 

feet up, then thrillingly down into the Ngorong-
oro Crater, like Manyara, gigantic evidence of 
Africa’s eons-long splitting apart. 

That tear in the earth’s surface has created the 
Great Rift Valley, a gargantuan parting of the ways 
of  the Nubian Plate, which carries most of the 
continent, and the Somali Plate, on which fitfully 
rests most of far-eastern Africa. As one tectonic 
plate moves east, and one west, the slender (but 
sometimes very deep) Rift Lakes are formed—
Tanganyika, Turkana, and Manyara among 
many—along a 4,000-mile-long fracture.* And 
an unimaginable grinding creates volcanoes like 
Kilimanjaro and Mount Kenya, and, as we’ ll see 
and experience today, the world’s largest intact 
caldera, a 100-square-mile, 2,000-foot-deep 
bowl, all that’s left of a mountain that, before  
a stupendous explosion a couple of million  
years ago, rivaled Kilimanjaro in grandeur.

For almost 40 years—Micato’s 
tribute to our birth continent  
has been our nonprofit, Mica-
to-AmericaShare.

It all began with one little boy, going from 
person to person in a Nairobi shopping centre 
with a note from his school headmaster. The 
note said that he was an orphan and needed to 
raise 700 shillings for a school uniform before he 
could come to class. He had only collected 100 
shillings. The boy approached Micato’s Lorna 
Macleod. She read the note and handed him 
the 600 shillings—the equivalent of $15. Tears 
running down his face, the boy stood there for a 
moment, said “God bless you,” and dashed away. 
    At that moment Lorna realized that Micato was 
an ideal bridge between some of the poorest peo-
ple on the planet, and some of the wealthiest, our 
travellers. So we gave that bridge a name: Ameri-
caShare, and have been helping to change lives for 
the better ever since.

School Sponsorship
It’s not unusual for inspired safari guests to decide 
on the spot (or back home for that matter) to  
sponsor a child to attend a carefully vetted 
boarding school, and our School Scholarship 
Programme provides every resource necessary 
for many hundreds of children to graduate high 
school (and beyond, if the spirit is willing).  
Sponsors and students are kept in touch by  
letters, deep relationships are built, and many 
lives are changed. As one of our sponsors wrote, 
“You start out writing a check, but what you  
get back is the joy of seeing the impact, the  
happiness.

The Harambee Centre
The heart of Micato-AmericaShare’s Kenya  
operation is Harambee Centre, a multi-building 
oasis of calm and purpose in the midst of 
Mukuru, one of Nairobi’s largest informal  
settlements (the word slum doesn’t do justice

to the stubborn hope and vitality of those settle-
ments). Harambee Centre serves Mukuru—where 
a staggering 60,000 children are unable to attend 
school—with a Community Centre; a beautiful 
30,000-volume library (with more than 60,000 
yearly visitors); a secondary, specialized library; and 
a Computer Centre with more than 70 computers 
and a 12-week programme in digital skills training. 

The Red Hill Library and 
Community Centre

AmericaShare’s Red Hill Library and Community 
Centre, on the seaward side of the glorious Old  
Cape Road, south of Cape Town, is joyful place 
considering it’s a town with a single part-time clinic, 
37 per cent unemployment, and no school for its 
more than 2,000 school-age kids, who, if they attend 
school, have to take long bus rides to state schools  
in the vicinity. 
    Red Hill’s bright new library is staffed with trained 
librarians, a computer centre, and a welcoming com-
munity meeting place. Its Literacy and Numeracy 
Programme meets for two hours daily, kids are taught 
basic and advanced computer skills on its expanding 
bank of computers, and its beautiful, ocean-view 
Umbono Wempunelelo—View to Success Deck—has 
become an integral part of Red Hill’s commitment 

to meeting the needs of young, energetic minds by 
engaging the kids in outdoor learning activities.

More Milestones
The dynamic, 25,000-volume Harambee Centre 
Library is the proud recipient of the Best Community 
Library Award by the 50-year old Kenya Association 
of Library and Information Professionals.

To its post-graduates, Micato-AmericaShare  
offers scholarships that cover the cost of acquiring 
trade skills or semi-professional certifications or 
professional degrees.

African girls who can’t afford sanitary pads very 
often avoid school during their periods, losing 
as much as an entire month each school year.  
The consequences are significant: girls  
who miss school or work fall behind, drop  
out or quit, perpetuating a grim cycle of  
poverty and gender inequality. 
    Micato is a major donor and proud 
supporter of Huru, founded in 2008 
by AmericaShare’s co-founder Lorna 
Macleod. Huru manufactures reusable 
sanitary pads—more than 2,800,000 
to date—which have been distrib-
uted in free Huru Kits to more than 
460,000 girls in Kenya, Tanzania,  
and Uganda.
    Huru Kits have proven to be a 
simple, sustainable, and wonderfully 
practical way to alleviate this world-
wide problem.

Each Huru Kit consists of a colourful drawstring 
backpack with six reusable pads; three pairs of  
underwear; detergent-grade soap for washing pads; 
two resealable waterproof bags for safe storage of 
used pads; and educational materials on HIV  
prevention and reproductive and sexual health.  

Huru Means Freedom



All Huru pads are locally produced by women  
and men from underserved communities, and are  
designed for the resilient girls and women who  
use them. Each pad lasts a minimum of 24 months, 
making them a cost-effective and environmentally 
friendly alternative to expensive disposables.   
    The crucial and heartening bottom line:  
Huru Kits have saved girls upward of 25,000,000 
school days that otherwise would have been lost.  
Independent evaluation shows that girls who  
receive Huru Kits are three times less likely to  
miss school during their periods.
    Huru also leverages its extensive network to 
reach girls most in need, through its menstruation 
and reproductive health app, and by sending Huru 
teams to schools, rescue centres, and community 
hubs, distributing essential supplies and providing 

vital education to girls and young women, not only 
about menstruation, but sexual hygiene and aware-
ness. Almost 900,000 girls have benefited from 
those distributions and education sessions, and the 
much-visited app.

 
And  
about its highly successful Skills Transfer Program,  
a targeted, practical programme that addresses East 
Africa’s huge problem of youth unemployment,  
which disproportionately impacts girls; 65 per  
cent of the Skills Transfer Program’s trainees  
have no income whatsoever.

Not long ago, Pulitzer Prize-winner Nicholas 
Kristof and journalist Trisha Mukherjee travelled 
to Africa. The result: “The Shame That Keeps 
Millions of Girls Out of School,” a Times  
op-ed column in which Mukherjee writes:  
In Nairobi’s bustling settlement of Mukuru,  
Celestine Wanza, 18, used to tear off a piece  
of her mattress to use as a pad, a workaround  
common in Kenya. Ms. Wanza is charming, 
sharp and quick to speak up when her class-
mates are shy—the kind of student any teacher 

would want. For years, she stayed home while men-
struating. But once she had to attend school for an 
exam. Blood seeped through the cloth shred and onto 
her clothes, sending her running home. That day, Ms. 
Wanza decided she had had enough. Asking around, 
she learned of Huru International, a nonprofit that 
provides free kits of six thick, washable pads, along 
with panties, instructions and an odor-proof storage 
bag for when water is scarce. When I ask whether she 
still misses school because of her period—even one 
day a month—she proudly shakes her head no.
