5A Semifinals: Wednesday, November 13th 

5:00pm - #4 Cherry Creek (Away) vs. #1 Northfield (Home) 

7:30pm - #3 Broomfield (Away) vs. #2 Boulder (Home) 

*As a precaution, please bring both home and away uniforms. 
 

Team Entrance: Teams can be dropped off in the circle drive off of Buchtel Blvd. to the north of the 

Ritchie Center. They will then walk along the west side of the building towards the field and check in 

with CHSAA staff and be escorted to their locker room.  
 

Team Entry Times: First Semifinal game - teams may enter no earlier than 3:30 p.m. for 4:15 warm-

up. Second Semifinal game – teams should enter no later than 6:30 p.m. for 6:45 warm-up (or as soon 

after the first game is completed). 
 

Buses: After team drop-off, buses may park along Buchtel Blvd. or at All-City Stadium (1500 S 

Franklin St.). 
 

Team Dressing:  Each team has a designated locker room inside the Ritchie Center. 

 

Warm-Up Time: A mandatory 30-minute warm-up on the game field will be allowed for each game. 

Warm-up location prior to official game field warm-up will be given to teams upon checking in at the 

stadium. 

4:15pm Warm-up begin. 

4:45  Teams line up for introductions. 

4:47  Introduce the visiting team’s players and coaches. 

4:52  Introduce the home team’s players and coaches. 

4:57  Introduce the officials. 

4:59  Play the National Anthem. 

5:00pm Start 1st Semifinal game. 

*Similar start for warm-up to second game (approximately 6:45 p.m. for 7:30 p.m. game time). 

**Each team should send a coach to review rosters with the announcer at the table in between the 

benches during the warm-up period (if not done before the game). 

 

Team Benches: Both team benches will be on the West sideline. North - Home team, South - Away 

team. 

 

Field type:  CIBER Stadium has a natural grass field. 

 

Gatelist & Bench Area: Maximum on the Gatelist and in the Bench Area is 32; this includes maximum 

25 players and up to 7 essential personnel - coaches/managers. Teams are also allowed a trainer in 

addition to their 7 essential personnel. No parents, spectators or non-school officials may be present on 

the sideline or in the vicinity of the playing field. 

 

Ball Runners:  Each school must have at least two ball runners (Maximum 4). Please get names to 

Colette ASAP to put on your gatelist. 

 

Admin:  Each school may list up to 5 administrators/school personnel on their gatelist to help with 

crowd control. Please get these names to Colette to add to your gatelist. 



National Anthem:  If you have a student interested in singing the National Anthem, let Justin and/or 

Colette know. 
 

Fan Parking, Entry & Seating: Parking will be available in Lot C (northwest of the stadium) and Lot 

L (southeast of the stadium) for $10. Parking is free at All-City Stadium (1500 S. Franklin St.) or street 

parking west of Franklin St (check signage – DU/CHSAA not responsible for parking tickets). 

 

Entrances will be on the north, south and east end of the stands/field. Fans may enter 1 hour before the 

first semifinal (4:00 p.m.). Seating is all on the east side of the field, with home team fans sitting on the 

North side and away team fans on the South side. See maps for more detail.

Passes: 2024-25 CHSAA Accepted Passes that will be honored include CHSAA digital courtesy cards, 

CHSCA coaches cards, CHSAA media passes, and CHSAA officials passes. 

 

Concession Stands: Concessions will be available on the northeast concourse. No outside food or drink 

allowed. 

 

Officials: Game officials can park in Lot 401 on the northeast side of the Ritchie Center and then walk 

around to the west side and check-in with CHSAA staff. They will then be escorted to their assigned 

locker room inside the Ritchie Center. 
 

Media Check-in: Media will check-in at either entrance with their CHSAA 2024-2025 Media pass. 

This pass must be visible at all times. Student media may also check-in with their school’s 2024-2025 

CHSAA Student Media pass and must wear at all times. Per CHSAA policy, anyone on the field must 

be CHSAA media credentialed.   

 

Livestreaming:  CHSAA guidelines are followed. No livestreaming allowed as the NFHS Network will 

be covering the games.

Game Video:  Each school is responsible for their own video and may video from the bleachers or near 

the press box if room is available. 

 

Trainer: CHSAA will provide a trainer. No training room available; there will be access to ice. If your 

athletes need to be taped schools will need to provide the materials (i.e.  tape).  It is not the 

responsibility of the CHSAA trainers to provide materials for all athletes. 
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
