Latino Ministry
Pray for all immigrants who are Temporary Protected Status (TPS) holders.  Those from El Salvador, Haiti and other countries have had their TPS recently terminated and are in need of finding another way to legalize their status or return to their home countries soon.  Losing TPS affects both the immigrants who hold that status and their family members, some of whom are U.S. citizens, creating the real possibility of long-term family separation.  Pray for R, a naturalized U.S. citizen from El Salvador.  She recently learned that her husband, who is a Mexican national currently applying for a visa to live in the U.S., may be required to spend the next ten years in Mexico apart from his wife and their school-age daughter before applying for the visa.  R is overcome with fear for what will happen to her and her daughter without her husband with her.  Pray for LUCHA Ministries Immigration Legal Services program.  Fear in the immigrant community, coupled by an accelerated distrust of government and law enforcement, prohibit people from seeking services such as this program, which is designed to help them understand if they qualify for an immigration legal benefit and apply for such relief if possible.  Pray for these efforts to reach out to the community and make resources as fully available as possible.

Dear Brook Hollow Family,

	As residents of Nashville, we are always sensitive to celebrities in our midst.  We are quick to tell friends and family each time we see a music star or a local sports figure at a restaurant or the mall.  Recently, Tracey and I shared a meal with a celebrity.  No, he never had a “Top Ten” hit.  His body type does not lend itself to dominance in any athletic competition.  So, who was the celebrity?  Well….it just happened to be a 95-year-old retired Baptist medical missionary.  He may not fit into our definition of celebrity but he is most definitely a hero.

	We don’t talk about missionaries in 2018 the way we used to talk about them.  And for that I am somewhat embarrassed.  I am painting with a very broad stroke, but most Baptist missionaries today are church planters.  (There is not one thing wrong with starting new churches.)  But in previous generations, there was a multiple variety of missionaries.  Education missionaries, recreation/resort missionaries, and medical missionaries just to name a few.  Dr. August Lovegren was a medical missionary in the Middle East for more than 35 years.  Currently, he is the lead teacher for a weekly Sunday school class at Tusculum Hills Baptist Church.  For more than two hours, Dr. Lovegren told story after story about his experience on the mission field and how God was faithful to him and wife.  There were plenty of movers and shakers in the same room that night but it was amazing to see how everyone was drawn to this Baptist celebrity.
