AWANA is a ministry that is world wide, having clubs all around the world.  
We collected an offering each week of February to help fund AWANA Interna-
tional in Africa, especially Zimbabwe.  For only $10 a child is reached with the 
good news of Jesus Christ.  We raised $1543.02 for Global Outreach (GO). 
 

AWANA is also involved in prisons through programs called Malachi Dads 
and Hannah's Gift.  Their goal is to teach fathers and mothers in prison how to 
parent their children and teach them about our great God and Savior Jesus 
Christ, in prayer that their children will make different choices than their par-
ents/grandparents did. Mel & Donna Koslowsky and Rod Krischke will be 
heading to Angola Prison in Louisiana May 17-21  to minister to some of 
those dads and their children through the Returning Hearts ministry.  
Donations are needed for Returning Hearts day (May 19th) of small toys, 
jewelry, gift cards, etc. that children would enjoy getting as a memento of the 
day they got to spend with their father/grandfather/uncle.  If you would like to 
donate, please have the items to Mel or Donna Koslowsky by May 6th.  
 

In addition to praying for this upcoming mission trip to Angola, please pray for 
our AWANA club. Pray that God would continue to draw the children to trust 
Him for salvation and to follow Him all of their days. Pray that we as AWANA 
workers would know how to handle well each child who comes to our club.

Dr. Bruce Shelley, late professor of church history and historical 
theology at Denver Seminary wrote of his conversation with a 
young convert to Christ:  
 “Karen was a young lady who had recently made a deci-
sion to trust Jesus Christ as her Lord and Savior.  But she wasn’t 
sure it was necessary to follow through with baptism and church 
membership.   
 So I asked her, ‘What is marriage?’  With a smile on her 
face because of her recent engagement, she replied, ‘Well, it’s 
love I guess.’  ‘So is being a Christian, it is a personal relationship 
between you and the Lord Jesus Christ.  But is marriage anything 
else?’  ‘Sure,’ she responded, ‘It is a wedding ceremony.’  ‘Of 
course,’ I said, ‘What is love without the vows that protect love and 
make it a permanent commitment in the sight of God and others?  
So it is with being a Christian.  It has a personal side, but it also 
has a ceremonial side.  Baptism is that ceremony, followed by 
church membership.  It can’t create love, but it does make it public 
and responsible.’” 
 As a wedding ceremony celebrates, reinforces and solidi-
fies a couple’s commitment to each other, so do baptism and 
church membership our commitment to Christ and to His body, the 
church.  Cornerstone’s mission statement is to “Believe, Live, and 
Share the Word of God.”  The significance of baptism and church 
membership is that they are public statements that we believe, will 
live, and share the Word of God.   
 Our doctrinal statement clearly states that neither baptism 
nor church membership are necessary for salvation, but they are 
critically important for our growth in Christ and our witness to the 
world.   
 We have a baptism scheduled for Sunday, July 22, at the 
Svoboda’s in the river, and a church membership class scheduled 
on Sunday, May 6, from noon-3:00 pm with lunch provided.  Call 
the church office or indicate on the Connection Card your readi-
ness to publicly declare, “I believe, will live, and will share the 
Word of God with my family at Cornerstone!”
