Todayõs Message 
A man got off the phone with a friend who lives in 
Colorado. He said that since early this morning, 
the snow is nearly waist high and is still falling. 
The temperature is dropping to near zero tonight 
and the wind has been blowing near gale force. 
The past day, his wife had done nothing but look 
through the kitchen window and just stare. He 
said that if it gets much worse, he may have to let 
her iné Sometimes, we get ourselves in trouble 
and thereôs no easy way to make things right! 
Godôs people were religious, they religiously re-
belled against a Holy God, but He loved them and 
provided a way to healing. 
 

In our text today, II Chronicles 7:13-14: 
ñWhen I shut up heaven and there is no 
rain, or command the locusts to devour the 
land, or send pestilence among My people, 
14 if My people who are called by My name 
will humble themselves, and pray and seek 
My face, and turn from their wicked ways, 
then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive 
their sin and heal their land.ò   
 

These words would be an attention-getter 
for Solomon because these three elements 
would destroy any nation:  drought, pesti-
lence, and a plague.  Destruction was 
promised to Israel if She returned to other 
gods.  But, God also promised a way back 
to Him. 
 

The word "if" is directed to a specific group 

of people, "My people, who are called by 

My name," He is speaking of the people of 

God!  The people of God are people who 

are called, or summoned by His Name.  His 

name is written on their lives and they are 

known by His Name.  We complain and 

worry about crime, the economy, politics,  

but do you notice that God is not speaking 

about those things?  He is speaking to His 
people, the people of God.  
 

He is speaking to the people who have dis-
honored His Holy Name with their sin, and is 
asking them to honor His Name once again 
by repentance.  He is talking to His people, 
those called by His Name. My refers to own-
ership: His claim on their lives, those that 
owe Him their existence, that have surren-
dered their lives to Him as Lord.  "Called by 
My Name," also refers to ownership.  God 
owns His people:  He has claim on their lives 
because they owe Him their existence as the 
people of God.  His first claim is for obedi-
ence to His covenant will.   Yet if they turn 
aside and go down a path of their own choos-
ing, they find Him standing in their way, reaf-
firming His claim, now shot through with 
grace since it offers another chance.  Here 
we see the requirements of revival:  1) Hum-
ble yourself, 2) Pray, 3) Seek His face, and 4) 
Turn from your wicked ways. 
\ 
 

This Sunday Night, Iôm asking every Sun-
day School Class to come together and 
pray, just pray. If your class is not meet-
ing, come to church, where we will gather 
in the Sanctuary. Letôs come together and 
pray for our church, God is still in the for-
giving and healing business!
