Donõt Give Up on Outreach 

ñHarold watched, fascinated, as his mother smoothed 
cold cream on her face. 'Why do you do that, mommy?' 
he asked. 'To make myself beautiful,' said his mother, 
who then began removing the cream with a tissue. 
'What's the matter, asked Harold 'Giving up?' ñ 
 

ñBut do not forget to do good and to share, for with such 
sacrifices God is well pleased.ò Hebrews 13:16 NKJV 
 

The word translated ñforgetò can also be translated 
ñneglect.ò This is the more literal and it makes more 
sense. We donôt usually ñforgetò to do good or serve, we 
choose to neglect our responsibility and ignore our 
opportunities to serve and do good works. We need to 
ask ourselves, ñwhy?ò  We are constantly making 
choices all day long: good or bad, right or wrong, obey or 
disobey, good or Godôs best. As followers of Christ, we 
have agreed or ñconfessedò that Jesus is our Lord and 
Master. Heôs the Boss, but that one-time commitment 
that we made back in the day has to be lived out every 
day.  
 

ñOr do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy 
Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and that you 
are not your own? For you have been bought with a price:

You will be turned 
down, probably multiple times, but someone will say 
yes and visit with you. You might even get the amazing 
privilege of telling them about Jesus and what he has 
done for you! When that happens, you will be hooked 
on telling people about Jesus. 
 

     One of the added benefits our church will 
experience through Reach Sanger is finding the needs 
of our community. We know a lot of information about 
our community from a study of the demographics. We 
know Sanger is a young community, full of young 
families moving here because of our relative housing 
affordability. We know Sanger is blue collar and on the 
lower end of the economic spectrum. We know our 
overall education level is below the national average. 
But what statistics donôt tell us is what are the pressing 
needs in our community. To learn that, we need to get 
out in our neighborhoods and talk to people. Once 
those needs are found, FBC Sanger can actively work 
to meet those needs and in the process, tell the people 
of Sanger about a God who loves them unconditionally.
