3:8 What do you hear? Its sound

3:32 Who receives his testimony? No one
3:32 What does no one receive? His testimony
3:33 Who sets his seal to this, that God is true? Whoever receives his testimony

4:7 Why did a woman from Samaria come [OR What did a woman from Samaria come to draw]? To 

draw water
4:7 Who said (to her)? Jesus

4:8 Who had gone away? His disciples
4:8 Into where had his disciples gone (away)? The city
4:8 Why had his disciples gone away [What had his disciples gone away to buy]? To buy food

4:9 What did the Samaritan woman say (to him)? How is it that you, a Jew, ask for a drink from me, a
