Rtl Overview

° Universal instruction for all students, conducted in core classroom
° High-quality, research-based instruction

° Rigorous, relevant, standards-driven curriculum

° Targeted supplemental interventions for students at some risk,
conducted in small-group break-out sessions

° Supplemental instruction, outside of core classroom

° High-quality, research-based instruction, standards driven curriculum

” Interventions are differentiated, scaffolded, and targeted

° Supplemental interventions for high risk students, often one- on-one
sessions

° High-quality, research-based instruction, standards driven curriculu

° In some instances, can replace core classroom instruction
