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Whenever the word fluently appears in a content standard, the word means quickly and 
accurately. To be fluent is to flow: Fluent is not halting, stumbling, or reversing oneself. 
 
The word fluency was used judiciously in the standards to mark the endpoints of 
progressions of learning that begins with a solid foundation and then pass upward 
through stages of growing maturity.  
 
It is important to note that the standards specifically require the use of models, 
strategies based on place value, properties of operation, and the relationships between 
operations.
