Code of Conduct

As influential figures on the basketball court, and in the interest of good sportsmanship, we the basketball coaches of Conference Carolinas will strive to abide by the following Code of Conduct:

1. Treat opposing coaches, players, and fans with respect.

2. Set a good example for players and fans to follow.

3. Respect the officials and refrain from directing verbal insults at an official.

4. Take an active role in enforcing that our players avoid all conversation and behaviors that are taunting, demeaning, and belittling to the opponents.

5. Avoid engaging in negative talk between coaches during a game

6. Encourage student-athletes to refrain from talking to opposing coaches during play.

7. Coach in a positive manner and do not use foul language or derogatory comments directed towards players, coaches, or officials.

8. We will not tolerate use of foul language by our student-athletes.  

9. A written statement from the basketball membership will be developed and presented to officials by the game manager that informs officials of the stance that the membership coaches are taking on sportsmanship and use of inappropriate language.  This statement will ask the officials to help us in our efforts by enforcing the rules on sportsmanship and language that are already in place.

10. Demonstrate sportsmanship through modesty in victory and graciousness in defeat.

11. Consider it an obligation to be a positive example for our players and our conference.
