Baseball Code of Conduct

1. It is the duty of the coaches to be in control of their players at all times in order to prevent any unsportsmanlike act toward opponents, officials or spectators.

2. The rules of baseball are clear. Coaches must teach their players to respect the dignity of the game, officials, opponents, and the institutions that they represent.  Any attempt to circumvent these rules to take unfair advantage of an opponent or teach deliberate, unsportsmanlike conduct, has no place in baseball.

3. The coach shall discourage and disallow the use of illegal or performance enhancing drugs, alcohol, and tobacco.

4. The coach shall discourage and disallow bench jockeying, which includes profanity, obscenities and vulgar language; and personal/malicious remarks toward opponents, umpires, or spectators. 

5. The coach shall discourage and disallow any form of retaliation by players, (i.e., intentionally throwing at batters). The coach shall issue immediate disciplinary action against such behavior.  

6. Coaches must confine their discussion with the game officials to the interpretations of the rules and not challenge umpire decisions involving judgment.  

7. Negative talk between coaches during a game is unacceptable. We will not engage in such activity.

8. Coaches must refrain from any personal action that might arouse players or spectators to unsportsmanlike behavior.

9. If necessary, coaches must seek help from school administrators to control unruly students and spectators.
