Scoring Students:  

 Letter Recognition: Write a Y next to each letter the student names correct and an N 

next to each letter incorrectly identified. 

 Letter Sound: Write a Y next to each letter the student produces the correct sound for 

and an N if the sound is incorrect. Make any notes that will help identify confusion - for 

example, if a student produces the sound of b instead of the sound of d. 

 Words That Start with Letter: Write a Y next to each letter the student names a word 

that starts with it and an N next to each letter with an incorrect (or no) word. Write the 

word the student says.
