Activity 2:Who's hiding?

Aims:To say the number that is one more. ‘ You will need:12 soft toys, a blanket

Preparation — use number cards 1 to 20 to make a number track.

What to do:

Show 4 soft toys, then hide them under a blanket.

One more toy is going to hide under the blanket. How many will be under the blanket then? Children
find and show answer on their fingers, by putting up 4 fingers to begin, then 1 more.

Slide the extra toy under the blanket.

Record 4 + 1 = 5. Read it together: 4 add 1 equals 5, 4 and 1 makes 5.Ask: So, what is 1 more than 4?
Reveal the toys to check, show 4 and 1 more on fingers or using the number track..

Repeat with up to 11 toys under the blanket, always adding 1.

After a while, ask your child to write the matching addition.

Support children by showing the number of toys on a number track, and then the next number.

Challenge children by asking them to write the matching additions on a piece of paper.




Understanding of the World

Explore forces and pushes and pulls by trying some of these activities at home.

Push and pull

Moving with a friend

* Ask your child to sit on the floor facing you with the palms of
their hands touching yours. What happens when they/their partner
push their hands forward? Repeat with the soles of their feet
touching.

* Join hands and rock backwards and forwards, singing 'See-saw
Margery Daw'. Talk about the pushing and pulling movements to
make the rocking motion.

* Sit opposite one another holding a rope and take it in turns to
pull, gently at first and then harder. What happens?

Moving wheels

* Provide wheeled equipment, such as prams, trolleys and
buggies, for the children to push along a track. What happens
when they stop pushing, or push harder?

* Invite the children to choose a bike to ride. Talk about the
pushing movements needed to make the pedals go round. What
do they need to do to stop or go faster?

* Ask the children to push small vehicles along a smooth surface.
How can they make them travel faster?



* Investigate the pushing movements needed to ride a scooter or
the pulling movements needed to tow a trailer on the back of a
bike.

* Contrast explorations into pushing by providing various toys to
pull along. How can the children make them move at different
speeds?

Moving objects

* Use small apparatus to explore the pushing movements
involved in, for example, rolling a hoop or ball.

* Explore pushing movements with kitchen utensils such as pastry
cutters, garlic presses and forks.

* Observe how pushing and pulling can change the shape of
materials, for example, squashing a sponge or lump of playdough.

* Invite the children to think about why things happen, for
example, when they push a ball under the water and let go, or
when they push a doll on a swing.

* Talk about how some things require pushing movements to
make them work, such as light switches, doorbells, piano and
computer keys. Contrast this by exploring objects that require
pulling movements, such as curtains, blinds and bathroom light
pulls.

* As the children prepare to go outdoors, invite them to investigate
the movements needed to pull on their coats, hats and gloves,
and to fasten buttons, zips, laces, Velcro strips and press studs.

Play Activity 3:Potato heads

Aims: You will need:plastic potato head or real potatoes; plastic
To use positional language in play. body/face parts; or stick on google eyes, pipe cleaners, pom
To understand directional language. poms etc; glue

Preparation:Place all the bits in a sorting tray; have several glue sticks available.

What to do:

Encourage children to make potato heads making their
own versions from real potatoes or using a plastic ‘Mr
Potato Head'.

Children explore the equipment before introducing
‘Talking points’, discussing the position of the parts as
they place them. | am putting the eyes above the nose.

They pick the body parts and talk about the position;
googly eyes, nose (pom pom), mouth and arms from pipe
cleaner, paper ears, etc.

Talking points Evidence of learning:

e Why did you put the mouth there? language, in comparison to other parts?

Can you add a freckle under his left eye?
Can you add an earring to the right ear?

Observe children. Do they add extra parts
in the correct place after listening to
instructions?

Outcomes: I can use positional language when describing where body parts are.
I can understand directional instructions.
