Reserve and existing strategies and guidelines established by relewanhony bodieslt will align
efforts and increase consistency between ttelegatedand managers (Parks Victoria, Warrnambool
City Council, Moyne Shire Council and the Department of Environment, Land Water and Planning)
across and around the Reserve.

The planprovides an important opportunity for Traditional Owners to express the significance and
meaning of their Country. Isalso an opportunity to produce a deeper understanding of the natural
environment. By identifying thsignificantvalues of the eea, management strategies and

regulations can be established to protect and enhancesdéwvalues This includes how the Reserve is
accessed and used by locals and visitors. Use of the Reserve by people, dogs, horses and vehicles has
been a key focus of osultation to date.
