BARN RULES

These rules are for the safety of our boarders, horses, staff and guests, and to help us maintain the

high quality and appearance of this facility. Please read them carefully. If you do not understand a

rule, it is your responsibility to seek clarification from the Barn Manager or Barn Staff. If you

wonder if something is permitted, don’t assume — ask!

1.

Absolutely no smoking (or vaping) in the barn or anywhere on the property.

Please observe speed limits of no greater than 5 miles an hour in the driveway and around

the facility. Horses (whether led or ridden) have right of way at all times.

All boarders, riders and guests must sign a liability release before handling or riding any
horse. It is your responsibility to ensure that all your guests have completely filled out and

signed a release. Releases are available in the tack room or upon request.

All riders under the age of 18 must wear ASTM-SEI approved helmets with chin harness in
place at all times while mounted. Helmets are strongly recommended for ALL riders.
ADULTS WHO CHOOSE NOT TO WEAR A HELMET DO SO AGAINST THE
RECOMMENDATION OF COBBLESTONE EQUESTRIAN CENTER AND MUST
SIGN AN EXPRESS WAIVER AND RELEASE.

Wear appropriate riding attire for your safety. Pants, breeches, and low-heeled boots are
considered appropriate. No low cut shirts, no cleavage showing, and no underwear showing.
No sneakers or street shoes when working around or riding horses. Absolutely no bare feet

or open toed shoes are permitted in the barn.

No running, jumping or shouting in the barn, arenas or around the horses. No riding in the

barn other than in the indoor arena.

Horses may be tied only to tie rails (if available), crossties, or inside paddocks or stalls.
Boarders may not install crossties inside of stalls or in any location on the property without

the CxXpress permission Of the Barn Manager.

Do not leave or store equipment in the aisle ways. No tack trunks in the aisle ways. Keep
aisle ways clear and clean at all times. Blanket bars are for blankets and coolers only. Please

keep all blankets neatly folded on the blanket bars.

Persons under 18 may not ride unsupervised without a parent’s permission. Barn staff are
not responsible for supervising minors while on the property. It is expected that a parent,

trainer or other responsible adult will be on the property to supervise children under the age

of 14.

Please be considerate of other riders in the arena. Use of proper riding etiquette at all times
will enhance the riding experience for you and other riders. Call out (“door!”) and make

sure that the area around the door way is clear prior to entering or exiting the arena.

If you want to use the arena for a lesson, you must sign up in advance on the lesson schedule
posted by the Barn Manager. If you have not signed up, you will not be permitted to use the
arena for a lesson. All trainers teaching at this facility must register with the Barn Manager
in advance, sign a release, provide acceptable evidence of trainer’s insurance, and pay all

applicable facility use fees.

Adults may jump outside of lessons at heights not to exceed 18” provided that they arrange
for a ground person to be present in the ring at all times. Absolutely no jumping alone or
without an ASTM-SEI approved helmet (even if you have signed the helmet waiver). Riders
under the age of 18 may not jump outside a lesson. No jumping is permitted while another
rider is in a lesson. Please be courteous and respectful at all times. Make sure other riders are
comfortable with you jumping while they are in the arena; if they are not, respect their
wishes and do not jump while they are riding. All jumping is permitted at the discretion of
the Barn Manager; if barn staff observe any unsafe or discourteous behavior while jumping,

they have the right to immediately and permanently revoke jumping privileges.

Be a good example and keep our facility clean. Pick up after yourself and your horse
promptly. Sweep grooming stalls and clean up manure before and after you ride. You are
responsible for cleaning up manure deposited by your horse in the arenas or around the barn.

Place all waste in the provided garbage and recycling receptacles, as appropriate.

Dogs belonging to Boarders and guests are not permitted on the property. Please leave your

dogs at home.

Do not handle or feed any horse other than your own without its owner's express

permission. Do not use other boarders’ tack or equipment without permission.

Inhumane treatment of horses will not be tolerated under any circumstances.
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24.

Horses are fed according to a schedule appropriate for their health and well-being. If you
have any concerns about whether your horse is receiving adequate feed, we encourage you to
discuss them with the Barn Manager. Do not feed your horse extra hay, grain or any other

barn-supplied feed without permission of the Barn Manager.
Close stall doors even when horses are not in the stall.

Please do not leave the water running in the wash stalls; turn the water off after you are

finished using it.

Electricity is expensive! If you are the last to leave the arena, please turn the arena lights off
promptly. Turn off the tack room and aisle lights when not in use. If you are the last to
leave the barn, please be sure all lights (bathroom, lounge, aisle ways, arena, etc.) are turned

off and the tack rooms are locked.

Please respect turnout schedules set by the Barn Manager. If you take your horse out of the
pasture during turnout time, please use care when returning your horse to its assigned

pasture as other the other horses may crowd the gate. Please make sure all gates are securely

closed and locked.

Riding on mowed paths and around the pastures on the property is permitted, however, it is
strongly recommended that, for your safety, you ride in a group of at least two and that you
bring a cell phone with you. No speed greater than a walk is permitted around any pasture

perimeter while the pasture is occupied by other horses.

To maintain the safest possible environment, boarders and guests must immediately obey all

instructions given or requests made by barn staff.

The lounge, kitchen facilities and bathroom are available for your enjoyment. Please remove
shoes and boots before entering the lounge. If you use the kitchen facilities please clean up
after yourself: wash, dry and put away all dishes, and wipe down the counters and table.
Please do not place dishes in or operate the dishwasher without permission of the Barn
Manager. If you leave food in the refrigerator, please label it with your name. Barn
management reserves the right to remove any unlabeled food items, and to clean the
refrigerator periodically. Please keep the bathroom neat and clean and advise barn staff

immediately if anything is not working properly.



25. Barn hours are Monday — Saturday 8:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m., and Sunday 8:00 a.m. to 6:00
p-m. Ifyou plan on being at the barn outside of these hours, please make arrangements with
the Barn Manager in advance. In case of emergencies, contact the Barn Manager by cell
phone at: (585) 953-1927. The barn is not necessarily staffed at all times during operating
hours; we strongly recommend that you ride only when someone else is present in the

facility.

26. These rules are subject to change at the discretion of the Barn Manager.

EXHIBIT B
RELEASE AND HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT
This document waives important legal rights. Read it carefully before signing. Your signature indicates

you understand and agree to its terms. This document is a release and waiver of liability, assumption
of risk, and indemnity agreement.

I , understand and agree that equines are

unpredictable and that access to equine facilities or activities is dangerous and poses inherent high risks
TO PERSONS, PROPERTY, and OTHER ANIMALS. I understand and agree that access to equine
facilities or activities is wholly voluntary and is done at my own risk. I understand and agree that my
access to equine facilities or activities involves all inherent risks associated with the dangers and
conditions that are an integral part of equine facilities and activities, including, but not limited to:

L. The tendency of equines to behave in ways that may damage property and injure, harm or
even kill people or other animals;

2. The unpredictability of equine reactions to other animals or people, sounds, sudden
movements, smells, and unfamiliar objects;

3. Hazards related to footing, surface and subsurface conditions and variations in terrain;

4, Hazards relating to features of trails including but not limited to bridges, tree trunks and
branches, vehicle barriers, and gates;

5. Collisions with other equines, persons, animals or objects;

6. The potential for other human participants to act in a negligent or unskilled manner, such as

failing to maintain control over a child, equine or other animal or over a vehicle, equipment or tools;

7. Equines, because of their unpredictable nature and irrational behavior, regardless of their
training and past performance, without warning or any apparent cause, may skid, stumble, fall, buck,
rear, bite, kick, run, make unpredictable movements, spook, jump obstacles, step on a person’s feet,

push or shove a person, etc.;

8. Saddles or bridles or other tack or equipment may loosen, break or fall.
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I understand this is only a partial list of risks. I am not relying on Cobblestone Equestrian Center,
LLC, its members, officers, employees, agents, guests or volunteers (collectively, the “Company”) to
warn me of all the inherent high risks that are part of equine activities and services.

I understand that the Company’s premises are utilized for farming and equine recreation. These
activities are done without notice or delineation. I accept the inherent risks associated with the use of
lands in conjunction with the above named activities.

In consideration of the privilege of participation in, attending, or observing of equine activities, or
receiving equine services provided by the Company, I agree that I expressly assume any and all risks of
injury, death, or loss and I agree to release and promise not to sue and I agree to indemnify, hold
harmless and defend the Company and Ranchtone, LLC, its members, officers, employees, agents,
guests and volunteers (collectively, “Ranchtone”) from and against any loss, damage, liability or injury
however caused, resulting directly or indirectly from my participation in or attending or observing
equine activities or receiving equine services whether or not such injury or loss resulted directly or
indirectly from the negligent acts or omissions of the Company or Ranchtone.

I enter into this contract voluntarily and understand and agree that unless I sign this agreement I
cannot attend, observe or participate in equine activities at Company’s facility, or receive the equine

services provided by the Company.

I agree that New York State law, without regard to choice of law principles, governs any claim, dispute,
liability, lawsuit, action or other proceeding, whether in law or equity (collectively, “Claim”) arising
out of or in any way related to this Agreement, and that any Claim arising out of or related to this
Agreement shall be brought only in the courts of Monroe County, New York.
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
