Transforming sticking patterns...

r    l    r   r     l   r    r   l
take any sticking pattern... play it on two different sound sources...

turn it into a groove... get funky and add toms...

play on two cymbals... groove on it...

move around the toms... play it over a samba or other foot ostinatos...

r    l    r   r    l   r    r   l

emphasize the left hand...
get rudimental...

play the pattern between the hands and feet... switch directions...

add crashes...(great for solos)

morph it into a linear groove...

try these ideas with other sticking patterns. Much more can be found in ROCK, FUNK, BLUES DRUMMING.
