ASK	 How many people are in the picture? What are they doing?

SAY	 Jesus healed 10 men who had a skin disease called leprosy. Nine 
went away to show the priests that they were healed. One man  
returned to Jesus.

ASK	 What did the man do when he returned to Jesus?

SAY	 He got down on his knees and thanked Jesus for healing him. The 
man believed in the miraculous power of Jesus and praised God for 
all he had received that day. Jesus told the grateful man that his 
faith had made him well. 

SAY	 I wonder how the man felt after he went away from Jesus . . . 
I wonder what we can thank God for today . . .

Gather the children around you. Lead them as they sing and do motions 
for the following song to the tune Mary Had a Little Lamb. 

Lead the children in saying this simple prayer, phrase by phrase. 

Dear God, thank you for taking care of me. 
Thank you for sending Jesus to be my Savior. 
In Jesus’ name, Amen.
