INTRODUCCION - MODO DE USO

Con gran alegria Editorial Concordia presenta este nuevo recurso REPRODUCIBLE de instruccion para
nifos de 7 a 9 afios. Manos a la obra fue desarrollado como un material de apoyo para clases de escuelas
biblicas; ofrece temas del calendario cristiano que son necesarios para ir iniciando al nifio en las diversas
estaciones del afo liturgico, su simbologia y significado. Las lecciones estdn preparadas para ser desarrolladas
en una sola clase.Todas ellas tienen referencias biblicas para la organizacion de la clase; si bien presentan
técnicas de trabajo, el maestro tiene la libertad para variarlas.

Las actividades estan disefiadas a partir de la Biblia Version Popular, Dios habla hoy. En el margen superior
izquierdo aparece un recuadro que identifica la festividad; el maestro la explicara y hara pintar el nombre
de la fiesta con el color que se indica: morado o violeta (arrepentimiento, humillacion), negro (tristeza

y muerte), blanco (alegria, luz, pureza), verde (vida, crecimiento), rojo (victoria, triunfo, color del Espiritu
Santo). Al pie de cada titulo figura el texto biblico a trabajar.
