The trio of senior Bobby Thorp 
and juniors Corey Elmer and Joey Shallow recorded 12 points each in the two 
games, combining for 16 goals and 20 assists, including Shallow’s 4 goals and 6 
helpers against Rosemont.   

The Cyclones offense continued to dominate as they bounced back from their 
only loss of the season last week, taking down conference rivals Neumman and 
Immaculata this week to improve their record to 10-1 on the season. With only 
three games remaining on the season, the Cyclones are well on their way to the 
2013 CSAC Tournament in hopes to make a run for the championship title. 

A few team records were set as Gwynedd-Mercy took out Immaculata, 16-8, for their 
fourth win in a row. Bill Beck had three goals to become the GMC single-season points 
leader. He currently has 44 points on 31 goals and 13 assists. Dustan Mangin tied a 
single-game mark with eight points on three goals and a personal-best five assists. Ma-
son Risner had a personal-best seven-point performance on three goals and four as-
sists. Roy Bakeoven tied a career-high with five goals, which were also a game-high. 
Ryan Murphy notched three saves to earn his first win of the season.  

Immaculata fell in both its CSAC games last week to Gwynedd-Mercy and Cen-
tenary to slip to 1-2 in league play. Ben Tuscai recorded one goal and three as-
sists against Gwynedd-Mercy, and scored three more assists during the Cen-
tenary contest to top the 100 assist mark for his career. Bhelly Bagbonon scored 
four goals against the Griffins and one opposite the Cyclones to lead the Mighty 
Macs with five goals during the two games last week. Dante Tuscai added three 
goals and one assist against Gwynedd-Mercy, while Luc Minnich recorded three 
tallies opposite Centenary.
