Defeated Baptist Bible 11-5 in the opening game of Wednesday’s scheduled doubleheader before the nightcap was post-
poned because of severe weather.  Sara Schraden led Keystone with a 4-5 performance at the plate and Karissa Worobey 
struck out a season-high 10 batters in the complete game win.  After dropping an 8-3 decision to the University of Scranton 
in Thursday’s opener, Abby Cohen hit a solo home run to start a three-run fourth inning as the Giants won the nightcap, 3-1, 
with Schraden earning the win on the mound and Worobey picking up the save.  Keystone exploded for 30 runs in a pair of 
wins over Notre Dame of MD on Saturday, picking up five-innings of 12-1 and 18-0.  Katie Marro had seven RBIs on the day 
and Worobey allowed just five hits in two complete game wins.     

Immaculata won all three of its games last week in five innings, including two by shutout, to improved its record 
to 15-11 overall and 12-2 in the CSAC. Meagan Fitzgerald tossed two complete-game shutouts, earning a win 
against Cedar Crest and Cairn.
