AROUND THE CSAC

CABRINI COLLEGE CAVALIERS (5-3, 0-0 CSAC)

The Cavaliers rallied from a 7-5 deficit with 15 minutes to play, as it captures its
third win over a top 20 team. Cabrini scores five goals in an 11 minute span in the
fourth quarter to secure the 10-8 win at then #15 Ithaca. Sophomore Damian
Sobieski led the way with his second consecutive hat trick, while seven other
Cavalier found the back of the net. The Blue and White will open CSAC play on
Wednesday as it travels to Centenary before facing its 7th top 20 team on Satur-
day, when #12 Denison University visits Edith Robb Dixon Field.

CENTENARY COLLEGE CYCLONES (7-0, 1-0 CSAC)

Trailing 10-4 in the second quarter, the Cyclones battled all the way back to defeat De-
Sales University by the final score of 14-12 on Saturday afternoon. Centenary received
a number of big performances in the game, as Conor Nolan scored his 200t career
point en route to a two goal and four assist performance.
