AROUND THE CSAC

CABRINI COLLEGE CAVALIERS (11-3, 5-0 CSAC)

The Cavaliers extended their current win streak to 8 and their CSAC win streak to
95 with wins over Neumann and Gwynedd-Mercy. The Blue and White scored its
first shutout since a 13-0 win over March 12, 2008 with Thursday’s 21-0 win at
Neumann. Junior Corey Elmer led the Cavaliers with 8 points (4G, 4A), while
senior Bobby Thorp added four goals and an assist. In Cabrini’s 18-6 Senior Day
victory over Gwynedd-Mercy, Elmer and sophomore Ethan Heisman posted six
points each on a combined 7 goals and 5 assists.
