The Lady Defenders had a dominating win in the first game of their double header against Rosemont 
College and had a solid lead in the second game before the Ravens came storming back and won the sec-
ond game 14-13.  Over the weekend, BBC was swept by both Neumann University and Rosemont Col-
lege.  Karin Mowry hit her 189th career base hit on Tuesday and became the BBC career hits leader.  In 
that same day, she also scored her 144th run, making her BBC’s leader in runs scored.  The senior bat-
ted .631 this week going 12-19 from the plate.  

The Cavaliers struggled to find consistency this week, as they went just 2-6 on the week.  Freshman 
Kaitlyn Cooper led the Blue and White last week, hitting at a .478 clip with 11 hits and 6 RBI.  Sopho-
more Steph Diegel matched Cooper with 11 hits and RBI, including her first home run of the season.  
Senior Lindsey Atzert added 10 hits, while batting .435.  The Cavaliers face another rough week, visit-
ing Wesley today, Delaware Valley on Thursday and Neumann on Friday, before hosting Marywood on 
Saturday.  

The Highlanders earned their first win of the season with a 7-0 score line against conference rivals 
Notre Dame College. Kelly Hendrickson pitched her first career shutout, striking out six, and allowing 
only 5 hits. Cairn and Notre Dame split the series though, with the Gators claiming a 7-2 win in the sec-
ond game. The Highlanders were unable to build on their first win as they dropped back-to-back dou-
bleheaders against Cedar Crest and Neumann on the road.   

In the last week, the Falcons have run their winning streak to six straight CSAC wins, and vaulted their 
overall record to 7-8 & 6-5 in the CSAC.  Natalia Dial continues to dominate batters going 4-0 this 
week with a 2.50 ERA for the week.  Dial would also finish with 26 strikeouts.  Shannon Wenner fin-
ished the week strong, batting .812 with 13 hits a double, triple, and a homerun.  Freshman Kali Jones 
finished the week batting .357 with 5 hits, 2 runs, and 2 walks, and sophomore Jeniffer Hallowell fin-
ished the week batting .400 with 7 runs scored, and 5 stolen bases. 

The Cyclones faced a tough schedule early this week as they took on Moravian and No. 22 Rowan University, but 
turned it around back in CSAC action as they took four straight games from Rosemont and Notre Dame of Mary-
land University over the weekend. Throughout the week, senior catcher Cara Montferrat became Centenary’s 
All-Time Leader in both doubles and homeruns as the Cyclones picked up a pair of 9-0 victories over the Gators 
on Saturday. This week, the Cyclones continue their playoff hunt with a pair of games against Cairn University 
and Baptist Bible College as they head into NCAA Division III Week.

Keystone dropped a tough, 7-4, eight inning decision to Immaculata in Tuesday’s opening game before the Mighty Macs used an eight-run 
seventh inning to break open a tight game in the nightcap on their way to a 14-5 victory.  Kaitlyn Sawicki was 3-4 in the opener while 
Abby Cohen hit a solo home run and scored two runs.  Lisa Ostrander and Karissa Worobey had two hits apiece in the nightcap with 
Ostrander driving in a pair of runs.  Split a pair of one run games at Misericordia on winning the first game 5-4 behind a three-run home 
run from Samantha Hartman before falling 2-1 in eight innings in the second game.  Worobey tossed a complete game, four-hit shutout in 
Saturday's opener in a 4-0 win over Cabrini as Stephanie Puckett drove in a pair of runs.  Katie Marro had three hits and Jackie Murray 
hit a two-run home run in the nightcap, but the Giants fell 6-4 to the Cavaliers.   

Immaculata extended its unbeaten streak to begin the CSAC slate to nine games after sweeping Keystone and 
Cabrini to start the week. However, Immaculata’s league winning streak came to an end on Saturday when the 
Mighty Macs lost a pair of one-run games to Marywood, 4-3 and 3-2.  Sam Strickland led the squad with a .500 
batting average, going 8-for-16 in the five games she played. She also scored three runs and drove in five. Holly 
Schell also collected eight hits during the week and five RBI. In the circle, Meagan Fitzgerald (2-1) had a 1.11 
ERA in three appearances, including the shutout against Cabrini. 

Gwynedd-Mercy rode the hot bat of Kelsey McDonough and the pitching duo of Ashley Lamont and Kaitlyn Johnson to help sweep a 
CSAC Doubleheader at Cabrini. The Griffins took game one, 5-1, and the second, 9-1.McDonough went a combined 7-for-8 with two doubles 
and a homerun along with five runs and three RBIs for GM. Lamont would scatter one run on six hits in game one. Johnson allowed seven 
hits with five walks and three strikeouts. The Griffins used a two-run walk off double from Alexis Deal to rally in game one to highlight a 
non-conference doubleheader split with Haverford Thursday afternoon. The Griffins took game one, 8-7, but the Fords won game two, 9-1. 
Officially, Deal was 2-for-4 with three RBIs. Stephanie Farrar added two triples and an RBI. Lamont picked up the win on the mound. The 
Griffins finished the week with another CSAC doubleheader sweep over Rosemont in the “Strike Out Cancer" series  winning game one 15-0 
and taking the night cap 13-8.

Marywood went 4-0 in CSAC action during the week with doubleheader sweeps of Immaculata and 
Notre Dame.  On Saturday, the Pacers handed the Mighty Macs their first two CSAC losses of the season 
with 4-3 and 3-2 wins.  On Sunday, Marywood beat the Gators 17-0 in the opener before edging them 
in the nightcap, 3-2.  Alexandra Stine went 3-0 on the mound for the Pacers during the week, striking 
out 23 batters in 21 innings of work.  

Neumann had hot bats this week as it went 6-0 in CSAC action, finishing all games in five innings. Two 
Knights hit the milestone of 100 career hits; Allie White against Notre Dame and Mariah Ripken 
against Baptist Bible.  White finished the week batting .700 with three homeruns and 14 RBI. Callie 
Emel had 12 RBI, Danielle Grayson 11 and Becca Reinhart finished with 10.
