Bap�st Bible Defenders 

(1-10, 1-6 CSAC) 

The Lady Defenders earned their first win of the season this 
week, as they took down Cairn on Wednesday night, 73-38. 
Freshman Erika Longwell led the way with 20 points and 
11 rebounds, while Maeghin Mueller netted 19 points and 
also recorded 11 rebounds. On Monday, BBC fell at  
Marywood 82-33 and lost at Neumann on Saturday, 84-33. 
With two games this week, the Lady Defenders will travel to 
Cedar Crest on Wednesday night and on Saturday the team 
will return home as they host Immaculata University.  

Cabrini Cavaliers 

(12-4, 6-1 CSAC) 

The Cavaliers closed a 2-1 week with their first conference 
loss of the season, falling to 12-4 overall and 6-1 in the 
CSAC. Cabrini scored a 68-55 non-conference win over 
Delaware Valley behind a career high 15 points from  
sophomore Kristina Startare before the Blue and White 
topped Rosemont 52-40 on Wednesday. The Cavaliers 
struggled with their shooting touch as they fell 64-55 at  
Keystone. Cabrini will look to rebounds from its first league 
loss in nearly two years as it hosts Marywood tonight and 
visits Centenary on Saturday.  

Gwynedd Mercy Griffins 

(7-8, 4-2 CSAC) 

The Griffins handed Keystone their first CSAC loss Monday 
in an 86-54 victory. Junior G Kristen Fuery came off the 
bench to score a career-high 17 points while hitting on 5-of-
7 three-pointers. Junior Natasha Matthews added 15 points 
and 11 rebounds for her third double-double on the year.  

 

Centenary Cyclones 

(6-9, 4-3 CSAC) 

Centenary posted two wins in three games last week, earning 
home victories over Keystone and Cairn after falling at Neumann. 
The Cyclones made 45 trips to the free throw line, including 28 
during the final four minutes, against the Giants. Freshman Jessie 
Sharr connected on 10-of-14 attempts from the charity stripe, the 
most made free throws by a Cyclone since 2010. Sharr and fellow 
rookie Mallory George both recorded double-doubles during the 
victory, the first time Cyclone teammates tallied a double-double in 
the same game since Dec. 2, 2010. Centenary has reached the 80
-point mark three times, including against Keystone and Cairn last 
week, after it did not score more than 73 points in a game last 
season. Sharr and senior Klarissa Perry both scored in double 
figures during all three games.  

 

Cairn Highlanders 

(0-11, 0-7 CSAC) 

Cairn suffered three CSAC setbacks last week at the hands 
of Cedar Crest (55-42), Baptist Bible (73-38) and Centenary 
(82-20). Amie Eppolito paced the Highlanders with 20 
points, six boards and three helpers opposite the Falcons 
and finished with 17 more points against the Defenders. The 
Highlanders host three games this week—Monday vs. 
Rosemont, Wednesday vs. Notre Dame and Saturday vs. 
Neumann.  

 

Cedar Crest Falcons 

(3-12, 1-6 CSAC) 

The Falcons finished the week 2-1 overall and 1-1 in 
CSAC competition downing visiting Cairn 55-42, then non-
conference opponent Valley Forge Christian College 56-35 
before falling to Rosemont 45-77. Breonna Lewis finished 
with a double-double against Cairn finishing with 23 points 
and 12 rebounds.

Marywood Pacers 

(11-4, 6-1 CSAC) 

The Pacers collectively defeated their two opponents by 99 
points for a 2-0 week. Ashley Murray broke the school record 
for consecutive free throws made in an 82-33 victory over  
Baptist Bible College. She extended her perfect streak to 23 free 
throws, dating back to Jan. 14, 2013. In addition to Murray's 12 
points, Danielle Terranella led all scorers with 18. Marywood 
held Notre Dame to seven second half points for a 71-21 win. 
Maddie Lavery and Nora Joyce each supplied 12 points. 
Marywood has a busy week of CSAC competition ahead. The 
Pacers travel to Cabrini Monday before hosting Gwynedd Mercy 
Wednesday and venturing off to Centenary Saturday.  

 

Neumann Knights 

(9-6, 6-2 CSAC) 

Neumann scored in the 80’s in three CSAC wins last week. Every team 
member that saw court time netted points in the wins. The Knights started 
with an 81-48 win at home against Centenary. Lauren Walker led the 
Knights with 16 points and Erica Marvel netted 15. JoHanna Metzger 
added 15 rebounds, 13 points and seven blocks. Colleen Hinde notched 
11 points. Nicole Fallon pulled down 10 rebounds. Jessica Schlesman 
handed out eight assists. In an 87-33 win at Notre Dame, Marvel led the 
Knights with 21 points. Metzger notched a double-double with 11 points 
and 11 rebounds. Lauren Walker added 10 points. To round out the 
week, Neumann returned home and defeated Baptist Bible 84-33. Hinde 
led the Knights with 15 points and Marvel and Metzger each added 14. 
Metzger pulled down 11 board to notch a double-double. The Knights 
host Gwynedd Mercy Monday before heading on the road to Rosemont 
Wednesday and Cairn on Saturday.  

 

Rosemont Ravens 

(4-10, 2-4 CSAC) 

The Ravens hung with then-conference undefeated 
Cabrini on Wednesday evening in a low-scoring affair, 
but Rosemont came out on the short end of the 52-40 
loss to the Cavs. Curtrena Goff was credited with a 
Rosemont program record of 15 assists in a single 
game, and Liz Coyne scored 31 points as the Ravens 
improved to 3-1 at home, defeating Cedar Crest on 
Saturday, 77-45.  

 

Keystone Giants 

(10-5, 4-2 CSAC) 

Keystone dropped an 86-54 decision at Gwynedd Mercy Monday. 
Chantel Blake led the Giants with a double-double on 15 points and a 
game-high 12 rebounds. Ashley Evans added 12 points in the loss. 
On Wednesday, Centenary topped the Giants 81-61. Jazmyn Robin-
son recorded 16 points, nine rebounds, five assists, and five steals in 
the loss while Alyssa Cuomo netted 14 points and Evans tallied 13 
points on the night. Keystone rebounded on Saturday, handing 
Cabrini its first conference loss since the 2011-12 season with a 64-55 
victory over the Cavaliers. Blake recorded a double-double on 12 
points and 11 rebounds while Cuomo also scored 12 points. Jerica 
Rode netted 11 points and Robinson dished out 10 assists. The 
Giants will host Cedar Crest Monday and visit Immaculata Wednes-
day before returning home on Saturday against Gwynedd Mercy.  

 

Immaculata Mighty Macs 

(10-3, 5-0 CSAC) 

Led by a career-high 25 points from Adriana Sciascia,  
Immaculata improved to 10-3 overall with its 71-63 victory 
against Rowan in non-conference action. Sciascia went 12-
for-13 from the free throw line and 6-of-9 from the field for 
her team-leading 25 points. She also handed out two assists 
and had three steals. Sara Smith was the other Mighty Mac 
to score in double figures with 14 points, while grabbing a 
team-high nine rebounds and also having three steals.  
Immaculata has a busy week ahead with four games in the 
seven-day span. First up is a trip to Notre Dame Monday 
night as the Mighty Macs look to start conference play 6-0 
for the first time.
