Dr. Zehavit Gross is a senior lecturer and the head of graduate program of 

Management and Development in Informal Education Systems in the School of 
Education, Bar-Ilan University, Israel. Her main area of specialisation is Socialisation 

Processes (religious, secular, feminine and civic) among adolescents. Her research on 
‘The World of Zionist Religious Women in Israel’ deals with retrospective 

perceptions of adolescent females in Israel regarding their religious, civic, feminine 
and Zionist socialisation in school. In 2003, this research was presented in the Israeli 

parliament (Knesset). In 2007 she was nominated as a representative of the 
official delegation of the State of Israel to the fifty first session of the 
Commission of the Status of Women (CSW) in the United Nations. Currently she is 
actively participating in four international projects: One on the world of Jewish 

schools in Brussels, Paris and Geneva. Recently she was invited by the university of 
Sydney to replicate this study in Sydney, Melbourne and New Zeeland. In addition, 

she is participating in an international study being carried out in Europe dealing with 
the study of religiosity, values and world views among adolescents. This research is 
sponsored by the German Academy for science. Her part in this study involves 
assessing in Israel 1,200 Jewish and Arab high school pupils (Muslims, Christians, 

Druze and Circassians). Her research on feminism among Jewish women in Toronto 
and Montreal is sponsored by the Canadian Government (International Council for 
Canadian Studies Faculty Research Program Award). Recently (2007) she has won a 
prestigious award for research in Peace Education from the Tami Steinmetz Center for 

Peace Research (Tel Aviv University). In 2008-9 she won a grant from the Pratt 
foundation and in 2010 from the Nadav Foundation for Jewish Peoplehood to 
conduct a research on Jewish Education in Jewish dayschools in Sydney and 

Melbourne. She was invited to serve as a guest editor of a UNESCO special issue of 
the journal PROSPECTS on Holocaust Education together with Dr. Doyle Stevick 
from the university of South Carolina. She will be the chair of the 6th international 
conference in Jewish Education entitled: Challenges in Jewish Education: Jewish 
Cultural Vitality to be held at Bar- Ilan University in December 2010
