Myers High School, where 

his ensembles Greenwave Singers, Fermata, Soundwave, Chamber Choir, and Vocal Workshop enjoy 

performing frequently throughout the community.   All choirs have consistently earned Superior ratings 

at the annual music performance assessment. Koller earned his B. M. in Music Education from 

Westminster Choir College in Princeton, N. J.  He has participated in choral and opera performances 

throughout the United States and Italy. He has sung with The Philadelphia Orchestra, The New Jersey 

Symphony Orchestra, The Spoleto Festival Orchestra, and The New York Philharmonic. 

Koller, says, “I am passionate about developing young voices.  I believe choral singing is an outstanding 

way for young students to experience what I love so much about music - the opportunity to create 

something beautiful and inspiring in a group setting.  I can’t wait to get started!” 

Mastersingers Artistic Director, Jeffrey Faux, says, “I am so proud that the Mastersingers is creating this 

opportunity for musicians in this age group.  My own passion for choral music developed in a group 

much like this, as a high school student.”
