Growing Together

How often have you heard a parent exclaim, “He won’t even follow simple directions”? Or what about the child
who says, “Mom only hears what she wants to hear”? One of the greatest problems facing families today is the
issue of members being able to really listen to one another.

So how can a family grow together in the art of listening? First, practice good listening skills with your
family on a regular basis. Take the time for direct eye contact, open facial expressions, and touch.

Restate what a person has said, or ask a simple question to demonstrate that you value the current
conversation. Listen patiently. Avoid cutting a person off before he has finished speaking.

Encourage conversation in your home too. Remove distractions. Turn off the TV.

Play games together that require listening. Include plenty of praise and encouragement
in your conversations. These are the kind of words others want to listen to. Above all,
remember that the greatest joy of all can be found when listening together to the
greatest messages of all—those found in God’s Word!
