Printing these images requires one Media Access Credit per print. See the Reporting section for details on
Media Credits.

Licensed Images
Licensed images include a wide array of pictures including rights to franchises such as Disney, Nintendo,
and DC Comics.

Printing these images requires both a Media Access Credit and a Licensed Image Credit. See page 11 for
details on Media Access Credits and Licensed Image Credits.

Print a Photo

A Photo is any image that comes from outside of the
PhotoCake Application.

These can be brought into the application from the scanner or by
selecting a previously saved photo.

® Extended Print Area - Sheets have a longer backing material, so the printer can cover more space on the
PhotoCake Edible Media. (These are recommended for Enhanced Background images.)

® Pre-Cut Shapes - A variety of shapes and sizes that can be used for Cupcakes, Donuts, Strips for Borders,
Round Cakes, or Business Card size!

Pre-Cut Site Selection

1 When creating a PhotoCake using personal photos and media with pre-cut sites,
you can select unigue images for each pre-cut site of the sheet.
