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RECREATION CENTER EXPANSION PROJECT UPDATES FOR SUMMER CAMP

Dear Residents and Neighbors,

We are rolling out a very exciting time here in La Grange Park! The Community
Park District's Recreation Center Expansion Project is underway, and we anticipate
breaking ground in March. By the Summer of 2027, our community will enjoy an in-
door gymnasium where you can play basketball, volleyball, pickleball and more; an
elevated walking track; a secure wing for summer camp and preschool programs;
new community gathering spaces, expanded recreation space; and so much more!

We have worked diligently through the planning and design process to minimize
impact on our existing programs as much as possible. Our goal is to continue to
provide a safe and welcoming environment and the highest quality experiences for
our participants.

When will the project begin? As soon as the weather breaks! Contractors will
be onsite as early as February or March to begin excavation and to install the new
underground stormwater structures.

How long will construction last? We anticipate 18 months of construction, with
substantial completion by May 31, 2027.

How will construction impact parking and traffic? Contractors will demolish the

existing playground to stage equipment and materials in the back portion of the

existing parking lot. The construction site and equipment will be enclosed in con-

struction fencing. We anticipate additional gravel parking will be available adjacent

to the ballfields by April. ur team is working on modified program drop-off proce-

dures for Ready Teddy and Summer Camp, and we will have those plans completed Click the links below to learn more
by February.

Will the construction noise be disruptive to Ready Teddy Students? Our team,
project manager, and contractors have worked to schedule construction to mini-
mize noise and programmatic impact as much as possible. Most of the noise and
work will be contained to the new structure and roof, not the existing walls or roof.
Our construction team will be working predominantly outside of the existing build-
ing. We are working to schedule any construction that impacts the existing space
during weekends and breaks from school (ie: Thanksgiving and Winter Breaks).

Will there be a new playground? Yes! We have exciting new play equipment and
a new picnic shelter that will be installed at the completion of the project! The
location of the shelter and playground will be approximately where the concession
stand and swings are currently located.
